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The original sin", which represents the loss of the sanctity of Adam and Eve due to
eating the forbidden fruit, is one of the main foundations of Christianity and has
taken root in the wide dimensions of theological issues. Different readings of this
event have left different opinions on the status and rights of women. The dominant
theory declared the inferior position of women to men, because according to the
Bible woman was created from the left rib of man, Satan first deceived the woman
and the woman deceived the man to eat from the forbidden tree. It was through him
that sin entered the earth. Therefore, a woman must be submissive to a man and has
no right to dominate a man even in education. But some others in different periods
tried to prove the equality of men and women through theological proofs and new
interpretations of God and the Bible or by distorting the authenticity of the Bible.
The results of these efforts in Christian churches have been different; For example,
in the Catholic Church, the theory of women's inferiority still prevails, and women
are not allowed to be appointed to church positions, but in the Protestant Church, the
status of women has been elevated somewhat, and in many churches, women have
been allowed to preach and hold church positions. This is a descriptive-analytical
research paper in order to investigate the theological and social efforts of the
Protestant Church to promote the status and dignity of women.
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Methods:

This article answers the question of the status and dignity of women from the point of view of the Protestant religion
in a descriptive-analytical way and seeks the theological and social efforts of the Protestant religion to improve the
status of women, which can be referred to such as feminism and its formation.

Results: According to the Bible, the first sin was committed by a woman, and for this reason, a woman should be silent
and accept the supremacy of a man and always be obedient to him.

Church fathers also had bad interpretations towards women; Such as "Satan's Gate", "Hell's Gate", "Sex perverted
from men".

In the Protestant religion, some emphasized the equality of men and women in enjoying the face of God and considered
sexuality a divine gift, but the subordination of women to men and the necessity of her silence were still taken for
granted.

While accepting Eve's fault in expelling Adam from heaven, some people stated that with the coming of Jesus (pbuh),
the situation changed and the status of men and women in spirituality and society became equal.

Others considered the difference between men and women as a result of the patriarchal society.

Some said that just as God sent his son to guide mankind, to complete his mission, he should also send a woman, some
of whom introduced themselves as the daughter of God.

Although the efforts of the defenders of the position of women led to the appointment of women in some church
positions, but still in the Christian world, there is a conflict of views about women, and according to the issues and
topics that were expressed, the Protestant religion could not accept the inferiority and inferiority of women. to put an
end to men in Christendom.

Conclusions:

According to the Bible, woman was created from a man's rib and Satan deceived her and tempted her husband to eat
from the forbidden tree. The first sin was committed by the woman and she caused Adam to be expelled from the
Garden of Eden. For this reason, a woman should remain silent and accept the supremacy of a man and always be
obedient to him. Of course, in the words of Jesus (pbuh) and some of the words of the apostles, men and women are
the same in living in Christ. The first principle in Christianity is celibacy, except for those who cannot protect
themselves from sin; Because man should not pollute himself with women. It is obligatory for priests not to marry in
Catholicism and Orthodoxy, and if a priest marries, he will be removed from his position. In this theological
environment, it is natural that the position of women is low and she has no right to assume church positions. The
inferiority of women is also evident in the rulings; A woman who has given birth, if the baby is a girl, the period of
her prohibition from entering the church is twice as long as the prohibition of a male baby, because the birth of a
woman is the penalty of the first sin, and the birth of a daughter is a double curse. Church fathers also had bad
interpretations towards women; Translations such as "the gate of the devil", "the gate of hell", "um al-fasad", "the
deviant sex of men".

Protestantism emerged in the 16th century after the dark ages of the middle Ages and the dominance of the Church,
and opposed many of the previous practices and teachings of the Church, including: ordination, anointing, confession,
and confirmation. In the Protestant religion, some emphasized the equality of men and women in enjoying the face of
God, and considered sexuality a divine gift, and marriage was allowed for priests, and motherhood was prioritized over
being a nun. But a woman's subordination to a man and the necessity of her silence were still taken for granted. While
accepting Eve's fault in expelling Adam from paradise, some people stated that with the coming of Jesus (pbuh), the
situation changed and the original sin and its effects were removed, and both became children of God, and the status
of men and women in spirituality and society was equal. Some others considered the difference between men and
women as a result of the patriarchal society and claimed that because men were the interpreters of the Bible, they
interpreted and explained the divine word according to their will. The commentators have introduced God as the father
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and considered Adam as God's caliph on earth, and just as God has absolute sovereignty, his caliph, the man, also has
absolute sovereignty over women. To correct this, gender should be removed from God or he should be referred to as
"Father-Mother". Also, just as God has sent his son to guide mankind, to complete his mission, the Messiah must also
send a woman who some have identified as the daughter of God.

The defenders of the position of women emphasized the role of Mary as the mother of Jesus, that she also played a
role in the salvation of mankind, and for this reason, the position of women cannot be ignored. Also, they justified and
reconciled the conflicting view of Paul in "the equality of men and women in life in Christ" with "the necessity of a
woman's obedience to a man and his silence" in such a way that the first opinion is related to women without husbands
and the second opinion is related to women with husbands. Obedience and silence are necessary for a wife. Although
the efforts of the defenders of the position of women led to the appointment of women in some church positions, but
still in the Christian world, there is a conflict of views about women, and according to the issues and topics that were
expressed, the Protestant religion could not accept the inferiority and inferiority of women. To put an end to men in
Christendom.
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
