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¢ Introduction: The aim of this study was to evaluate the feasibility of

: population includes experts and practitioners in the field of professional

: expertise and practical experience in the field of teacher education were
: determined. Data collection was done through semi-structured interviews. After
: 21 interviews, the categories were repetitive and theoretically saturated. The
¢ research data was analyzed and categorized through an encryption process based
: on the Glaser design of data theory. Lincoln and Guba approaches were used,
: including: acceptability, transferability, reliability and verifiability.

¢ Findings: The results were formed in the form of a conceptual model as follows:
: Needs (realization of educational system, updating of teacher capabilities,
: complex and flexible role of teacher, reform, teacher growth and student
: improvement), Effective factors (personal and environmental), barriers
¢ (importance and priority, quantity, quality and time) and outcomes (teachers,
: programs and students).

¢ Conclusion: If the professional development curriculum for teachers is designed
: and implemented effectively, it will update the capabilities of teachers and their
: individual and collective growth, which will lead to the improvement of students'
: learning and ultimately the realization of the goals of the educational system.

Introduction:

The aim of this study was to evaluate the feasibility
of implementing a curriculum for the development
of effective teacher careers in the Iranian
educational system. In this research, Grounded
theory has been used and categories and concepts
have been extracted from semi-structured
interviews.

Context:

The development of an effective teacher profession
is necessary for several reasons. Teachers are the
biggest and most important asset of schools. They
have the most important role to play in transferring
knowledge and increasing skills. If teachers are well
prepared to play their role, they will be able to
maintain  and  continuously  improve their
contribution through long-term teaching and
learning, and will be able to meet educational goals
alone.

Goal:

The goal of present study is to assess the feasibility
of implementing a curriculum for the development
of effective teacher careers with regard to the
necessities, influencing factors and obstacles, and
ultimately the results and consequences of this
curriculum.

Method:

This research is applied and qualitative research
method. Qualitative research, commonly called
descriptive or interpretive research, is a method that
deals with description instead of explaining the
relationship between variables, and extracts data on
the context in which events occur, and requires
examining the meanings of phenomena in the
natural situation. And is a profound description of
life experiences and the discovery of meanings. In
this research, data theory has been used. Data-based
theory is a method of generating a theory in the form
of a set of related hypotheses obtained by continuous
comparison of data. In this study, in order to review
and analyze the data arising from the field based on
the Glaser (classical) method, the implementation of
the teacher professional development curriculum in
the Iranian educational system has been evaluated.
Standard interviews with answering questions were
used to gather information. The participants in the
interview were selected using snowball sampling

using purposive sampling method.  After
interviewing 21 experts and planners in the field of
teacher professional development, the categories
were repetitive, and the researcher did not encounter
a new type of categories, and the extractive
categories seemed similar; At this stage, theoretical
saturation was achieved. The research data were also
analyzed through an encryption process based on the
Glaser scheme of data theory. To ensure the validity
and reliability of the study, Guba and Lincoln
evaluation methods. Was used. In this method, four
indicators of acceptability, portability, reliability
and verification are considered.

Findings:

In this study, we sought to assess the feasibility of
implementing an effective teacher professional
development curriculum with regard to the
necessities, influencing factors and obstacles, and
finally the results and consequences of this
curriculum. There are important reasons for the
development of an effective teaching profession.
First, because the educational system needs new
types of educational skills at all levels of education,
which is due to the growth of knowledge in all
scientific fields. The second reason is the constant
growth and development of new roles and
responsibilities for teachers and school principals,
which requires the need for continuous training.
Today's schools, despite the growing needs of
society, have many responsibilities, and at the level
of proper implementation of these responsibilities,
teachers must protect the achievements of the
education system and pass it on to the next
generation.

Results:

A well-designed and implemented Teacher
professional development curriculum should be an
essential part of a comprehensive education and
learning system that supports students to develop the
knowledge, skills and competencies they need to
grow in the 21st century. To ensure a coherent
system that supports teachers across the professional
chain, vocational learning must be relevant to their
preparation experiences as well as teaching and
assessment standards. It must also bridge leadership
opportunities to ensure a comprehensive system
