Overall, this combination of
spiritual and material strategies cultivated a resilient fighting spirit
among Timur’s forces, facilitating their military effectiveness and
successes. Considering these aspects, it can be concluded that the
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combination of these elements played a key role in shaping the
military history of the Timurid era and provides valuable lessons for
understanding successful military strategies throughout history.

4. Conclusion

The founder of the Timurid state effectively established the
foundations of endurance among his combat forces through artful
leadership and strategic insight, successfully mobilizing and
motivating them. This approach was not only crucial in advancing his
military objectives and conquests but also contributed to fostering a
strong and resilient spirit among the soldiers.
