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dominant component of relations. This article studies this issue using a

. descriptive-analytical method as well as library and internet sources.

Russian-Israeli relations have been on an upward trend since 2011, and
these two actors have become strategic economic, political, and security
partners. However, the two issues of the Russia-Ukraine war in 2022 and
the Israeli war against Gaza in 2023 have led to a cooling of relations
between the two sides. This article examines Russian-Israeli relations in
2011-2024 within the framework of James Rosena's Continuity Model
and obtains the most important variables affecting these relations in this
period. The findings show that the increase in Russian-Israeli relations
during this period was affected by individual, role, and international
variables. The close relations between Netanyahu and Putin, along with
the dominant role of the president and prime minister on both sides, and
the conditions of the international environment, including cooperation
in the Syrian crisis, have expanded these relations. On the other hand,
after 2022, the environmental variable of the Russia-Ukraine war and
Russia's support for Palestine in the October 7, 2023 war has been the
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
