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Introduction

By reflecting on Jirgen Habermas's theory of world exploitation, this research
examines the influence of the system as a factor or obstacle to the evolution of the
Iranian world and the public sphere from the Qajar period to the Islamic Revolution.
Therefore, the analysis of the Iranian biosphere and the impact of the exploitation of
the biosphere on social political developments is the focus of this research. The
research question is: How was the relationship between the system and the life of the
world from the Qajar period to the Islamic revolution, and what is its relationship
with political-social developments? The hypothesis of the research has been presented
as follows: the life of the Iranian world in the Qajar era was faced with depravity and
in the Pahlavi regime with the systematic reproduction of the exploitation of the
world of life, which prevented the formation of communicative action and finally
appeared in the form of social reaction, i.e., the Islamic Revolution.

In general perception, it seems that the political system controls and manages the
society. In the later literature, this perception is presented with new and more
complex concepts, which include the examination of the relationship between power
and knowledge. Because the governments are always sensitive to the centers of
publishing and dissemination of information at the macro level and their main effort
is to take the pulse of the society. Examining the relationship between power and
knowledge took on new dimensions with Jirgen Habermas. In such a way that the
factor of "dominance" such as power and the effect of "dominable" such as
institutions of the public domain are in the center of attention. In this way, the two
concepts of world life and system emerge. The life of the world includes an area
beyond the private sphere, where a background of common meanings (symbolic
interaction) is provided with the help of the processes of agreement, discussion and
negotiation. The World-Life includes structural elements (institutions, normative
structures, and social practices) that make social reproduction possible. Historical
evidence shows that the Qajar period saw extensive changes in the social field, the
results of which are evident in the political field such as the constitutional movement.
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The power struggle between the government and the society from the Qajar to the
Islamic Revolution can be a touchstone for examining the relationship between the
Iranian system and the world. The study of the history of Iran's social developments
indicates that the world of intellectuals during the Qajar period and the constitutional
movement is the first world life that has provided the possibility of critical thinking
about public issues in Iran. This world life was mostly due to its ugliness and mixing
with tyranny and the expansion of the role of religion in politics and the public
sphere.

Therefore, the study of the life of the Iranian world from this point until the Islamic
Revolution has been considered.

Methodology

The research method we have used in this article is the analytical framework of
Jiurgen Habermas, which is used in the form of the critical school, which is mainly
used by Frankfurt thinkers. Research done by this method tries to go beyond the
Shallow and dominant Stream and cast light on the real Structures which are hidden
behind the events. As mentioned in the epilogue, our main consideration in this
research would be the How was the relationship between the system and the world-
life from the Qajar period to the Islamic revolution and what is its relationship with
political-social developments. To respond to this question, we employed the system
and World-Life and the structures of consciousness evolution made by Habermas.

Result and Discussion

Historical evidence shows that the Qajar period saw extensive changes in the social
field, the results of which are evident in the political field such as the constitutional
movement. The power struggle between the government and the society from the
Qajar to the Islamic Revolution can be a touchstone for examining the relationship
between the Iranian system and the world.

The social, political and cultural structure of life in the Iranian
world and during the Qajar era was mainly rural and nomadic or based on the clan-
state. During this period, agricultural economy has been the dominant way of life of
Iranians. Rural and peasant society due to very weak communication, population
dispersion, lack of awareness, lack of developmental systematization, rule of lord-serf
rule, activism of governors of provinces, lack of active and dynamic social
movements to change the way of life and the formation of a living world carrying
liberation values One of the reasons for the deterioration of the life of the Iranian
world is based on its traditionality and lack of development. The Qajar patrimonial
government has tried to create a consolidation system with the strategy of non-
separation between office and ruler and identification of office with the ruler. A
structure that did not grant any rights to others, and from the chancellor to the petty
professionals of the court, all servants were considered equal. Another feature of the
Californization system of Qajar as an ineffective political model was the informality
of politics and personal-oriented decision-making in line with the shah's Homayoni
menus, which framed a kind of pre-modern autocracy. In this regard, the decision-
making of the Qajar government has been rhizomatic, which means that the legal
system was not used.
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Life

After the start of the First World War, the process of the deterioration of the Iranian
constitutional government accelerated and with the support of local and foreign
powers, the foundations for the success of Reza Shah were paved. With the collapse
of Qajar, a period of suspension and vacuum was born in the world of Iranian life,
and it was in such a situation that Reza Shah came to work with the claim of changing
and transforming the life of the world. One of the most important principles and plans
of the first Pahlavi system to change the life of the Iranian world of that day is the
creation of a powerful and centralized central government in order to establish
security and put an end to socio-political anarchism as well as fugitive movements.
From the center of the channel of life - power was pointed. From the coup, Reza
Khan was thinking about increasing power and concentrating it for socio-political
control. In his coup statement, he announced that in addition to creating a strong
government, a strong army will be urgently needed. Because this structure is the only
component to save Iran in governance. He also stated about the systematization and
hierarchy of the government and politics structure that his government is trying to
create an order so that there is no discrimination between Gilanis, Tabrizis and
Kermanis, and practically the unity of the ruling be made This action and Reza
Khan's emphasis on having an army (coercive power) shows his efforts for
comprehensive governance in the Iranian society and the life of the world, because by
this means he could exercise social control.

The Pahlavi side; Utopia and disturbance in the world life the Iranian

But with the effectiveness of Mohammad Reza Shah, the exercise of power in the life
of the world became polarized and was exercised from five spheres, which included
the court of the parliament, the cabinet, the foreign force and the third power. In the
field of politics and system building, Mohammad Reza Shah used the element of
ideology to deal with crises and the survival of his political structure in order to give
strength to the system. Considering the complex situation in Iran's social world,
Mohammad Reza Shah tried to remove the weakness of political legitimacy from the
ideological component so that he could justify his government through the ideological
factor. Pahlavi Il's ideology was practically a reproduction of the archaic nationalism
of Shah friendship and patriotism, which, with its spread in the public sphere,
including the newspaper Radio Education and Training, religious parties, the Pahlavi
Foundation, and the organization of the Art Festival, tried to be included in the world
of representation. It had a modern utopia and the acquisition of legitimacy.

Conclusion

Based on the findings of the research, it can be said that Habermas pays special
attention to the communication wisdom of the demands of the activists, its
relationship with the official and legal systems, mutual relationships that can pay
attention to the aspects of social life, and he has always tried and to present a
comprehensive and dialectical picture of the less noticed part of the biological world.
In Habermas' integrated social theory, agency is more important than structure, and it
is social actors who are at the first level of his theoretical importance, and the
attention Habermas gives to communicative action shows the importance of the
human agent in his opinion. The life of the Iranian world from the Qajar era to the
end of the Pahlavi era has been in the tyranny and exploitation of the political system
or system. Historical evidence is proof of the claim that in the Qajar era, extensive
changes took place in the social context, the results of which were in the political
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field, such as the constitutional movement was evident. The power struggle between
the government and the society from Qajar to the end of the Pahlavi era can be a
measure to examine the relationship between the system and the life of the Iranian
world. In this research, the freedom of the world's life from the dominance of the
evolution factor of the public domain was considered.
