To clarify what and why of geopolitical codes, the
concepts of geopolitical agency, geopolitical structures and the actions of agents in
geopolitical contexts should be clarified. According to the theory of geopoliticians, there
is a deep level of consonance between the codes and geopolitical vision of a nation-state
due to a shared recognition between the foreign policy elite and the masses in the
geopolitical context of the state.

4. Discussion

The findings of this study, which is an analysis of the geopolitical branding and identity
construction of Israel in national, regional and international dimensions, show that the
identity and geographical codes of this regime are focused on territorial sovereignty. On
the other hand, Israel's geopolitical codes, in addition to the domestic dimension and the
effort for Jewish nationalism, have placed their regional dimension in weakening
countries that could be a potential threat to this entity. Therefore, Israel's geopolitical
codes have always been based on territorial sovereignty, limiting the geopolitical sphere
of the Shiites, strengthening the Shiite-Sunni duality in new models and supporting
Takfiri terrorism.

5. Conclusion and Suggestions

In order to define its geopolitical codes and due to the insecurity and fragile geopolitics
of this geographical unit, which is the weak economic link between India, West Asia,
and Europe, Israel has put proximity to the Arab countries of the region on its agenda,
which is reflected in the Abraham Accords. In general, the results of this research, in
addition to explaining Israel's geopolitical codes in the territory of West Asia, show the
paucity of research literature on the geopolitical aspirations and desires of the Israeli
regime, the geographical ruptures in the ethnic and territorial borders of the Middle East
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countries, and the deep connection with Takfiri groups such as ISIS. Although
empirically clear, due to reasons such as the media and scientific dominance of Zionist
circles, the aforementioned evidence has not been written down. Therefore, research and
exploration in this matter, especially by the country's researchers, can raise awareness
among Middle Eastern societies about the aspirations and geopolitical expansion of the
Israeli regime.
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
