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1. Introduction

At first glance, the term "thinking" evokes a mental activity aimed at problem-solving, facing
situations, understanding conditions, and acting for the future. It also means having opinions,
judgments, and reasoning—the process of arriving at specific conclusions through a series of
propositions. However, Heidegger refers to this common meaning of thinking as "computational
thinking," which is suited to science and economics and is characterized by calculative planning and
scientific investigation. In contrast, Heidegger opens up a new approach to thinking that differs from
the conventional approach of Western philosophy. Heidegger's approach cannot be considered a
rational analysis. To understand his approach, one must not think conceptually or representationally;
rather, one should be "open" to a different kind of thinking that is oriented toward the truth of Being.
The thinking Heidegger calls for is oriented toward Being and resides in the question of the meaning
of Being. According to Heidegger, metaphysics cannot inquire into the truth of Being; instead, it
conceals it behind concepts because metaphysics always thinks of "beings as beings" and neglects the
condition for the disclosure of beings—that is, unconcealment. What reveals beings is Being itself, so
metaphysics, in reality, neglects Being. Throughout the history of metaphysics, Being has been
thought of as a being due to its concealment, and therefore, the characteristic of Western metaphysics
is the absence of Being. The primary question of thinking, then, will be to inquire into the source of
"the hidden unconcealment” (the truth of Being), which has both revelation and concealment and, with
its disclosure, brings forth a new understanding of beings in each era. On this basis, Heidegger, by
proposing the "overcoming of metaphysics,” seeks a new language and thinking oriented toward
Being, which he generally refers to as "existential thinking."

2. Significance of the Issue

In the later period of Heidegger's thought, existential thinking takes on a poetic and historical character
and is based on the "event of Being" (Ereignis). This thinking, as a relation to language and Being,
opens up and promises a new way of confronting Being. Essentially, this thinking is a path rather than
a method. This new path, or thinking, is poetic thinking, which experiences the essence of truth—
unconcealment—where subject and object are not separate. The significance of proposing existential
thinking lies in finding a way out of the specific predicament of the modern era—the technical
thinking and the technology arising from it. Existential thinking, by questioning Being and beings, can
bring to light the hidden layers of modernity, technology, and modern science, prompting humanity to
consider another beginning that is not necessarily metaphysical. In this way, a thoughtful and
reflective exit from the crisis of meaning and the hardship of dwelling for humans in the world of
technology can be found.

3. Significance of the Issue and Main Question

Poetry, as the most prominent art form, is the site of the historical event of truth (the historical event of
Being), and the poet, therefore, names the words of Being in their poetry. Existential thinking, with its
poetic and historical nature, can establish a new world in which human beings' relationship with
Being, the world, the earth, nature, and other humans is different from the current subjective
relationship with truth and the domineering relationship with the earth and nature.

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5. Brief Summary of Research Results

Heidegger believes that "existential thinking" is thinking that originates from and concerns itself with
Being. The source and subject of this thinking are Being itself; Being as "event," which appropriates
human thinking. The event has a historical character, meaning that Being has different manifestations
in various epochs of its history and reveals itself in multiple ways. This revelation is the gift of Being.
Therefore, thinking must be receptive and await the gift of Being. This gift is manifested in language
and poetry, which are conditions for the appearance and disclosure of beings. Poetry, as the clearest
phenomenon of authentic language, enables the emergence of the truth through "recollection” and
"naming," opening a clearing for the appearance of the truth of Being. It is the poet and thinker who
must safeguard this revelation. Thus, existential thinking is one with the essence of poetry. Despite the
unique insight that Heidegger's existential thinking opens as a path for deeper reflection on Being,
several questions and ambiguities arise concerning his approach, including the suspicion of limiting
the truth of Being to the horizon of time, ambiguity regarding the permanence or renewal of Being,
and ultimately, the diminishing role of human will and agency, yielding to a kind of determinism and
fatalism.
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
