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Terbah, Islamic Era Shrines in Gilan (Case Study: Terbahs
of the Shafaroud Region, Rezvanshahr)
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Abstract

The city of Rezvanshahr in the northwest of Gilan province consists of two parts: the plain and
the mountainous regions. One of the most significant findings in the archaeological studies
of the area is Terbah, which means Torbat in the lexicon and is usually used in reference to
the graves of specific individuals. The main question is: What are these Torbat? Through field
study, we obtained archaeological information about the sites to conduct a descriptive-analyt-
ical study on this topic. What is certain is that these types of sites are places of worship. Before
they became sacred burial grounds for the locals in later periods, it seems that at one time
they served as refuges for Shia individuals being pursued by fanatic Islamic rulers and later as
a gathering place for Sufi circles. Thus, the Terbah have remained as sacred places due to their
specific religious significance. It appears that the type of forest cover is related to the Terbah,
and a specific type of tree was used in them.
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Introduction

The Shafaroud River is one of the well-
known rivers in the Talesh region of Rez-
vanshahr, flowing round the year-. Sur-
rounding this river, cultures, particularly
from the Iron Age, have formed, some of
whose remnants have been identified as
ancient cemeteries, with some of them
excavated already. However, one of the
most overlooked archaeological findings
in the region is the Terbah. Among the
most prominent types of historical and
ritual structures are the Mazar (burial
place), tomb, places of worship, and pil-
grimage sites, which have played a key
role in recognizing the religious, spiri-
tual, and sociological characteristics of
ancient societies. The issue of death and
afterlife are among the most important
research components that archaeolo-
gists, especially in scientific analyses,
must pay attention to. Archaeological
evidence indicates that the communities
residing in the southern Caspian region,
like other ancient societies, have placed
special importance on worship sites and
pilgrimage centers from ancient times to
the present. Consequently, we observe
various types of worship and pilgrimage
sites in Gilan. Since the issue of pilgrim-
age and worship has remained one of
the most important matters in Iranian
society from ancient times to the con-
temporary era, specific types of worship
and pilgrimage sites have been identified
in this research, particularly in the land
inhabited by Talesh tribes.

In the field archaeology survey and
the identification of ancient artifacts
in the vicinity of the Shafaroud Dam, a
number of ancient sites were specifically
identified that the locals refer to as Ter-
bah. One of the characteristics of these
sites is that some of them contain valu-
able evidence of burials attributed to the
Iron Age up to the contemporary era. The

particular nature and function of these
sites have raised questions for archaeol-
ogists, including whether these sites are
merely burial places or if they also served
as places of worship. When were these
sites used for burial? Can the purpose of
these sites be viewed as a continuation of
burial traditions over thousands of years
in the region? Additionally, what impact
did the specific lifestyle characteristics of
the people and the climatic features of
the region have on the formation of these
Terbah? Has a nomadic lifestyle played a
role in the formation and continuity of
these sites? Addressing these questions
is one of the primary objectives of this
article.

A section of Rezvanshahr County
was archaeologically examined with
the construction of the Shafaroud Dam
near Pounel. The archaeological survey
area extends from the beginning of the
Pounel to Khalkhal road (where the Sha-
faroud Dam is located) to the village of
Sark, which is the last point reached by
water from the dam’s reservoir. One of
the most identified sites, particularly in
the forested area, is the Terbah —a lo-
cal term meaning tomb or shrine. This
sacred place typically consists of several
revered trees surrounded by a dry-stone
wall made of medium-sized stones, usu-
ally about half a meter high, which sep-
arates them from their surroundings.
Sometimes, by wrapping green cloth
around one of the trees, the significance
it is highlighted. Their names are linked
to the characteristics of the site, and in
nearly all cases, a cemetery has formed
around them, which invariably contains
boxwood trees that have dried up due
to a pest outbreak in recent years. Ac-
cording to local beliefs, Terbah are the
burial sites of a saint. Until recently, the
surveyed area was inhabited by nomadic
herder’s dependent on cattle from April
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to August. The formation of the region’s
sites was significantly influenced by the
pastoral routes along the banks of the
Shafaroud River, contributing to the es-
tablishment of Terbah as sacred sites for
herders.

Methodology

The survey was conducted based on ob-
servations of natural features, the steep-
ness and gentleness of slopes, satellite
images, and local information through
fieldwork. To address some of the men-
tioned issues, efforts were made to utilize
local and indigenous knowledge. Con-
sidering the forested nature of the area,
which results in abundant shade under
the trees (locally known as Nesar), pre-
venting moisture evaporation and con-
sequently the deterioration of artifacts,
most sites were chosen in locations that
received more sunlight during the day.
After noting the local name of the site, in-
formation such as geographical location,
geographical coordinates, site descrip-
tion, cultural data, proposed periods, the
necessity and priority of rescue excava-
tions, a table of cultural data, satellite im-
ages, site maps, photographs and cultural
data, as well as designs of artifacts, were
included in the overall report of a site.

Terbah

Gilan is notably rich in sacred sites and
discovered artifacts and excavations in
various areas of the province reveal a
close relationship between the era and
its inhabitants. After the collapse of the
Sasanian Empire, Gilan became a refuge
for Iranians who resisted the Arabs. How-
ever, the influence of Islam in Gilan and
Daylam began in the mid-3rd century AH
with the arrival of Shiite missionaries
fleeing Sunni caliphs (Sarshar and Mah-
moudi, 2016: 9), gradually expanding over
time (Foumani, 1935-6: R). This period

coincided with the time the leadership
of popular movements in Gilan fell into
the hands of Shiites (Mahmudinezhad,
2009: 20). It is evident that the growth
of Shiism marked the peak of all these
transformations, leading to the establish-
ment and flourishing of burial structures.
Among the sacred places, the tombs of
Shiite Imams and their relatives in Kar-
bala, Najaf, Mashhad, Qom, Samarra,
and Kadhimiya became natural centers
of Shiite religious sentiments. This led
to the gradual evolution and complexity
of rituals, particularly during the mourn-
ing ceremonies of Ashura since the Buy-
id period (MirzaeiMehr, 2007: 10). The
remnants of the historical city of Gasgar
in the village of Haft-Dagnan from the
Mardavij clan or the Sasanian in the 7th
and 8th centuries AH, as well as the Es-
pi-Mazget from the 3rd and 4th centu-
ries AH (Jahani, 2002: 57) and beyond
(Keshavarz Khaleqi, 2004: 304), located
about 20 kilometers (Keshavardoust and
Fakhteh, 2006: 131) from Roudbar, with
a Kufic inscription including verse 18 of
Surah At-Tawbah (Keshavardoust and
Fakhteh, 2006: 58), indicates the signif-
icance of the surveyed area in the early
Islamic period (Pourahmad Jaktaji, 1995:
570; Rahnamaei, 1995: 468). Manouchehr
Sotoudeh referred to this structure as one
of the wonders of Gilan in his book “From
Astara to Astarabad”. He believed that
most of the pottery found in archaeolog-
ical excavations belonged to the Ilkhanid
period. Sotoudeh did not consider the
architecture of this monument to be in-
digenous but believed it beautifully in-
tertwined with Gilan’s local architecture
(Sotoudeh, 1995: 71-70).

From the 9" century AH onward, the
influence of Twelver Shiism in Iranian
cities increased, and most people con-
verted to this faith. The impact of the
Safavid dynasty on the promotion of
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Twelver Shiism cannot be overlooked.
The discussion about the causes and
factors that compelled this dynasty to
promote Shiism, along with the benefits
and drawbacks that arose for authentic
Shiism, is significant. In Gilan, since the
Safavid era, Twelver Shiite belief largely
replaced the thoughts and ideas of other
sects (Mahmudinezhad, 2009: 22). Gilan
has been a safe haven for hiding and re-
sisting government oppression from the
second millennium BC (Kohansal Vajar-
gha, 2004) until the Pahlavi era, as seen
in the uprising of Mirza Kuchak-Khan
Jangali (Kasravi, 1973: 178-179).

In the surveyed area, there are sacred
places known locally as Terbah, which
means tomb. The term Torbat in dictio-
naries refers to soil and is typically used
for the graves of specific individuals.
Therefore, it is metaphorically synony-
mous with grave, tomb, and mausoleum.
Gilan has numerous sacred sites, shrines,
and Terbah, making it unmatched in Iran
regarding the density of such sites rela-
tive to its area. Terbah is a simple com-
mon place name meaning pilgrimage site
(Rezayati Kisha-Khaleh and Malihi Lum-
er, 2006: 101) and falls under the category
of religious place (Rezayati Kisha-Khaleh
and Malihi Lumer, 2006: 110). After the
advent of Islam and the fall of the Sasa-
nian Empire, which led to the Arab con-
quest of Iran, the people of Gilan, Deyla-
man, and Tabarestan resisted by seeking
refuge in the Alborz Mountain range and
dense forests, preventing the Arabs from
entering their lands. Vast areas of the
Caspian coast, especially Gilan, resisted
the Arab armies for two and a half cen-
turies due to their natural conditions, in-
cluding difficult paths, high mountains,
and dense forests. During this time, Gi-
lan became a refuge for Arabs opposing
the regime, as well as for the oppressed
Iranians, particularly the Alid dynasty

of northern Iran, who fled their cities
due to the oppression of the caliphs of
Baghdad and their agents. Many of these
refugees were noble Alawi descendants
and relatives of the Prophet, who were
respected and honored by the people of
Gilan. Many of Gilan's sacred sites are
the tombs of these individuals and their
descendants, who settled in Gilan from
that era onward. Some of these shrines
also belong to mystics, sheikhs, and lead-
ers of various groups and dervishes who
were revered by the people (Azimi, 2005,
Vol. 1: 558). Studies and surveys indicate
that in the Gilan plain, most Islamic ar-
chitectural structures and sacred sites,
including Imamzadeh, are located (Az-
imi, 2005, Vol. 1: 546). Generally, ancient
sites and cemeteries should be sought
in the mountainous regions and sunny
slopes. Additionally, numerous Islamic
structures and shrines are found in many
mountainous areas and summer villages
of Gilan. Some of the notable Terbahs
in Gilan include Torbat-e Boursara, lo-
cated 18 kilometers north of Hashtpar,
which features a shrine among boxwood
trees and a spring (Pourahmad Jaktaji,
1995: 568). Aqa Seyed Ibrahim, located
in Baboujan Valley near Sar-torbat in the
summer pastures of Rudsar (Azimi, 2005,
Vol. 1: 550), contains religious paintings
and verses from the seven stanzas of
Mohtasham Kashani dating back to 1335
AH/1917 AD, which Rabino mentioned
(Azimi, 2005, Vol. 1: 552). Sar-torbat,
about 50 kilometers southwest of Rud-
sar (Pourahmad Jaktaji, 1995: 569), con-
tains graves of Soltan Mohammad Kiya,
who died in 883 AH; his son Soltan Mir-
za Ali, who was killed in 912 AH; Soltan
Mohammad’s daughter, known as Pari
Soltan, who died in go8 AH; and another
woman named Hasani, who died in go2
AH, all belonging to the Kiya dynasty and
their relatives (Azimi, 2005, Vol. 1: 570).
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Two kilometers northeast of Hashtpar,
a newly constructed shrine for Seyed
Niki, son of Seyed Jamal al-Din Rouhi, a
descendant of Imam Musa-Kazem (AS),
has replaced an older structure. Rabino
refers to the name Haram-e Soltan Seyed
Niki and Sheikh Abdul-Masoum and Sol-
tan Seyed Ahmad. In Hashtpar, there is
a shrine called Naleh- Terbeh, said to be
the burial place of a man named Seyed
Ahmad, who is reportedly the son of
Seyed Niki. Melgunov mentions a shrine
named Soltan Sinaki in this region, like-
ly referring to Soltan Seyed Niki. In the
western part of the village of Tork-Ma-
halleh, in the Jookandan district of cen-
tral Talesh, there is a shrine known as
Torbat-e Qoushe-Jad, which, according
to written sources, belongs to Seyed Fa-
zlullah, known as Qoshe Jad, who traces
his lineage back to Imam Musa-Kazem
(AS). In the region of Astara, several Tur-
bats can be found, such as Saeed Terbeh,
Gharibe Terbeh, Yahya Terbeh, and nu-
merous other non-functional pilgrimage
sites, often appearing as simple grave-
stones in open spaces or modest struc-
tures made of wood and clay scattered
throughout the forested villages of this
county (Azimi, 2005, Vol. 1: 575). Addi-
tionally, in the pilgrimage sites of the
Talesh Doulab district, Terbeh like Molla
Terbeh in Molla-mahalleh Pareh-Sar can
be observed. Many other simple shrines
and burial sites are dispersed throughout
the forested and mountainous areas of
this district. Among the pilgrimage sites
in the northern Gorganroud district are
Kolushi Terbeh in Lisar, Keshavar Turbat
in Keshavar village, Seyed Ojaghi in Hav-
igh, and other Terbehs scattered through-
out the forested regions of this district.
Some pilgrimage sites in the southern
Gorganroud district include Bade Terbeh
(a ruined structure in Hashtpar), Naleh
Terbeh (a small modern structure in the

city entrance), and many other pilgrim-
age sites scattered throughout the forest-
ed, plain, and midland areas (Pourahmad

Jaktaji, 1995: 557-580).

Turbats in Surveyed Area

1.Espi-Mazget (White Mosque): Located
about 20 kilometers from Rezvanshahr
County (Keshavardoust and Fakhteh,
2006:131).

2.Tomb of Hazrat Seyed Sharaf al-Din:
Pir Sharaf-Shah-e Doulabi (775 AH/1373
AD), a well-known poet and mystic of
the 8th century AH, located 5 kilometers
southeast of Rezvanshahr in the village
of Dar-Sara. This site is a shared pilgrim-
age site for both Shiites and Sunnis in the
region. He is regarded as a descendant of
Imam Musa Kazem (AS), but according
to historical documents, he is recognized
as a mystic and poet of the 8th century
AH/14 AD (Gholami, 2008: 17-18).

3.Tomb of Seyed Amin al-Soltan
Gharib Bandeh: Located at the intersec-
tion of Rezvanshahr and Talesh Doulab
(Keshavardoust and Fakhteh, 2006: 130).
The fame of this Imamzadeh in Gilan was
such that during the Qajar era, the village
was referred to as Gharib Bandeh (Mirza
Ibrahim, 1976: 204).

4.Tomb of Sheikh Soleiman Bozorg: A
sacred site for Sunnis located in the vil-
lage of Pilmabra, 13 kilometers along the
Rezvanshahr to Talesh road.

5.Jlmamzadeh Aqa Seyed Qasim: Sit-
uated along the coast in the village of
Kheimeh-Sar, part of Shafaroud in Rez-
vanshahr.

6.Tomb of Aqa Mohammad Shafi: Lo-
cated in the coastal village of Shafaroud,
8 kilometers from the center of Rezvan-
shahr (Hashemi, 2020: 80).

In the surveyed area, particularly in
the Talesh Doulab section, previously
mentioned were Seyed Najm al-Din and
Sheikh al-Maali in Janbesara, Molla Ter-
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bah in Molaamahalleh Pareh-Sar, Haft
Olya in Pish-Mahalleh, two Seyeds in
Rineh, inactive pilgrimage sites in Pounel,
Shir-Bache Pir, and many other simple
tombs and shrines scattered throughout
the forested and mountainous areas of
this section (Pourahmad Jaktaji, 1995:

577)-

Conclusion

In the Islamic period, Terbah is a local
term meaning grave and shrine, typical-
ly a sacred place that usually includes
several revered trees, which are sur-
rounded by a low stone wall made of
medium-sized stones, separating them
from the surrounding area by about half
a meter. Sometimes, wrapping a green
cloth around one of these trees indicates
its significance. Their names are often
linked to the features of the site, and in
almost all cases, a cemetery has formed
around the sacred area, characterized
by boxwood trees. Due to a pest that has
affected boxwoods in recent years, many
of them have dried up. According to local
belief, Terbahs are the burial sites of a re-
vered figure. Valuable evidence of burials
from the Iron Age to the contemporary
times can be found in Terbah. It is clear
that these sites are not merely burial
places; they also serve as places of wor-
ship and prayer.

In fact, Terbah can be divided into
several types:

1. Historical Graves: Some formed
around historical ones, which, due to the
limited knowledge of the locals regard-
ing the age of the graves, were attribut-
ed to significant religious figures. From
their perspective, the expansive Iron Age
graves, typically built with large stones,
indicated the importance of the buried
individual as a religious leader.

2. Shelters for Refugees: Others served

as places for Shiite refugees escaping
from Sunni rulers during the early Islam-
ic period, gradually becoming a strong-
hold for opponents of the government,
and later transforming into cemeteries
while retaining their significance.

3. Dervish Circles of Faith: Some be-
came sites for dervish gatherings, espe-
cially from the Ilkhanid-Timurid period.
After the death and burial of a revered
figure there, locals began to use it as a
cemetery.

Thus, throughout the early, middle,
and later Islamic periods, Terbah con-
tinued to be utilized. On one hand, the
climatic features of the region, with its
dense forest cover, made it a suitable ref-
uge, significantly influencing the forma-
tion of Terbah. On the other hand, these
sites can be seen as a continuation of
burial traditions over thousands of years
in the region.

Common characteristics of Iron Age
graves in the area include stone struc-
tures built with large stones placed in the
walls and covered with stones. In various
Islamic periods, most graves in the sur-
veyed area were constructed using flat
stones for the walls and larger stones for
covering the graves. This may stem from
the specific lifestyle characteristics of the
people.

Finally, it should not be overlooked
that the nomadic lifestyle played a role
in the formation and continued function
of these sites. Since nomads are primar-
ily dependent on cattle, and due to the
warm and humid climate in the sum-
mer, the pastoralists of the Talesh region
(Hashtpar-Roudbar) migrate to the lush
mountains of Boghrou-dagh from mid-
June to late September, it is likely that
this was also the case in the past, and Ter-
bahs were more frequently used during
this time.
