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The purpose of this article is to forecast the development of religious tourism in
Yazd province. The position of Yazd province in terms of the tourism industry
and having options for religious tourism requires the development of tourism
development strategies based on the future and the identification of possible
and desirable scenarios for the development of religious tourism in the
province. The research method is field and qualitative. The statistical
population includes documents, documents and texts obtained from interviews
with experts and the sampling method is purposeful. To group and weight the
identified components of the research, the beta method test under the software
(SPSS and Atlas T) was used. The results showed that tourism, which has a lot
of scope for promotion in the country, can free the country from a single
product and heavy dependence on oil. While there is an urgent need to earn
foreign currency through tourism in the country, this industry can also help to
reduce unemployment to some extent. For this reason, the tourism industry
plays a vital role in economic evaluations.

Reliability in the qualitative part, in the form
of "conducting interviews based on the
protocol and using different interviewees,
conducting interviews by 2 researchers
separately and in parallel and comparing the
researchers' findings with each other, using
audio recorders to accurately record the data
from the interviews , the use of 2 coders to
control the results of coding and
interpretation  of data and  avoid
misunderstandings, viewing the results by the
interviewees and controlling the results with
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the supervisors and advisors, and in the
quantitative part, the Kappa coefficient.

In the first step, after identifying the research
guestions, identifying the sources, and after
confirming the documents based on the input
criteria, data extraction was done using the
coding method. The total number of coded
sources was 30 out of 105 documents.

tourists, but the layout and physical
appearance of facilities and ancillary services
do not affect the impulse buying behavior of
tourists.

The research results did not show a
significant relationship between the effect of
tourists'  environmental perceptions on
behavioral tendencies, but the positive and
significant effect of shopping environment
perceptions on pleasure and motivation was
confirmed. The findings indicate that the
attractiveness of the product had a
symmetrical effect on both positive and
negative emotions, while the ease of use did
not have a significant effect on these
emotions.

The
components of “activities integration and
core efficiency" are included in the group of
independent variables, and this means that
the effective factors have a high power of
influence but a low degree of dependence.
The components of "market opportunities,
environmental products, product
attractiveness, external factors" are included
in the group of linked variables, which means
that the effective factors have high influence
and dependence.
