Introduction

It should be said that the application of the
indicators of the political development of the
Western semantic system in the system of the
Islamic Republic of Iran shows the
inefficiency of this indicator. Therefore,
Western political development models are
often useful for Western countries, and their
application to other developing countries,
including Iran, as the only suitable model for
progress and development, does not seem
rational. In fact, most western models have
faced obstacles and limitations due to being
non-native and not paying close attention to
the issues and problems of our society.
Therefore, for the application of political
development in Iran's society, which is based
on Islamic values, one must look for models
that are consistent with Islamic culture and
society. In fact, Iran's society is an Islamic
society, and in such a society, models can be
responsible that are appropriate and
compatible with the culture and values that
govern it. In other words, they are derived
from religious and Islamic values. Therefore,
by designing a model that is different and
distinct from the common models of western
political development and based on the
principles and values of the society and in
accordance with its conditions, facilities and
needs, and by using Islamic initiative and
thinking along with the use of rich Islamic
content and resources, the process of political
development can be implemented in the
framework of the Islamic Republic of Iran.
Also, since the general policies of the Islamic
Republic of Iran system emphasize the rule of
Islamic and religious values in the society,
therefore, presenting a model of political
development based on Islamic teachings for
the Islamic Republic of Iran is one of the goals
of this system.

Methodology

In terms of approach, this research is a
qualitative research and in terms of goal, it is
a developmental-applied research, and in
terms of nature and method, it is a survey. In
this research, in order to build a model of
political development based on Islamic
teachings for the system of the Islamic
Republic of Iran, among the qualitative

research strategies, thematic analysis method
has been used. The statistical community
(experts) of the research includes experts
(university professors) in the fields of
comparative management and development
and political science familiar with Islamic
issues, as well as religious persons and clerics
familiar with public administration and
political science. Also, some of these people
have had responsibility in the government of
the Islamic Republic of Iran or had the
experience of responsibility in the government
of the Islamic Republic of Iran. The sampling
method for conducting interviews is
purposeful sampling. The data collection tool
is a semi-structured interview, which
according to the purpose of the research, the
text of each interview is examined first, then
conceptual labels are selected for them
according to the sentences and key points in
the interview. After the initial coding, the
researcher combines the codes and places
those that are similar in abstract classes called
concepts, and finally identifies the themes by
placing similar concepts on the same level.
Also, the wvalidity of the interview was
checked through the presentation of the results
obtained from the research experts; So that if
they also confirm the findings, you can be
more sure about the validity of the research.

Results and Discussion

Thematic analysis technique, which has an
interpretative nature, is a process by which the
scattered data of the text can be transformed
into rich and refined data. The process of
performing this technique is done in three
stages, which are:

1- Shredding the text and encoding part of
speech;

2- Exploring the network of themes from the
text;

3- Integrating discoveries and presenting a
model.

In the first stage, using the text of interviews
and data-oriented coding, codes and themes
related to the model of political development
based on Islamic teachings were extracted for
the system of the Islamic Republic of Iran.

In the second step, by sorting the codes based
on semantic similarities, the lowest level of
the theme (basic themes) was extracted.

In the third stage, based on the functional
similarities of the basic themes, several
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themes were placed in a category called the
organizing theme, and in the last step of this
stage, by abstracting a dominant theme (called
the overarching theme) over all the organizing
themes, the final compilation was made. The
table of three themes was done.

Finally, after going through the steps of
assigning primary codes to participants'
speech fragments, assigning primary codes to
extracted speech fragments, merging primary
codes and extracting basic themes,
categorizing basic themes into organizing
themes, categorizing organizing themes into
overarching themes, and final compilation of
themes and Providing feedback to the
participants, review and position of the
researcher, the final network of extracted
themes is given in Figure 1. The results
showed that the extracted concepts related to
the model of political development based on
Islamic teachings for the system of the Islamic
Republic of Iran include 87 primary codes, 27
basic themes and 9 organizing themes.
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
