Introduction

The international responsibility  of
governments plays an important role in
regulating international relations. Legal
evaluations show that both international and
domestic laws need to evolve to prevent and
reduce damages caused by natural disasters.
However, this deficiency does not prevent the
establishment of international government
responsibility in such cases. The use of
general rules of international responsibility
and the determination of the international
community in creating this responsibility can
be a starting point for developing specific
laws.The articles of the International
Responsibility Plan of States, approved by the
International Law Commission in 2001 and
2011, include 58 articles. These articles are
mostly similar, but the 2011 plan, in addition
to independent responsibility, also mentions
responsibility in connection with the actions
of others, referred to as derivative or
secondary responsibility. The international
responsibility of governments is one of the
important issues in international law and is
closely related to other fields, such as
international peace and security. A detailed
explanation and commitment to this
responsibility will strengthen the
implementation of international law. The
International Law Commission  began
examining the articles related to the
international responsibility of states in 1969
and approved them in November 2001.
Although the draft of this plan included the
criminal responsibility of states, it was not
finally approved. However, this does not
mean that the criminal responsibility of states
in international law is ignored.

Methodology

To examine the role and position of
international law in the prevention of natural
disasters, with a focus on earthquakes in
Turkey and Syria, qualitative research and
document analysis were used. Data were
collected from wvarious legal sources,
including international treaties, domestic
laws, scientific articles, reports from
international organizations, and documents
related to crisis management and natural
disaster prevention. The data analysis is based

on the theoretical framework of international
law and the principles governing the
international responsibility of governments.
Additionally, a case study of recent
earthquakes in Turkey and Syria was
conducted to investigate the performance and
effectiveness of international laws and treaties
related to the prevention and reduction of
damages caused by natural disasters. This
research method contributes to a deeper
understanding of the strengths and
weaknesses of international law in dealing
with natural disasters and suggests strategies
for improvement.

Results and Discussion

In the geographical region of Turkey,
governments have shown some responsibility
in providing international humanitarian aid.
This effort has been recognized since at least
1927 by the Convention founding the
International Relief Union, which encourages
member states to assist each other during
natural  disasters, coordinate available
resources, and advance international law in
this area. Despite being a pioneering attempt,
the Union did not achieve much and dissolved
along with the League of Nations.According
to the 2000 World Disasters Report by the Red
Cross and Red Crescent Societies, the
technical duties of the Union were assigned to
UNESCO. The international responsibility of
states in enhancing the role of international
law in natural disaster prevention, particularly
earthquakes in Turkey and Syria, has been
insufficient. The International Federation of
Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies noted
in 2000 that despite several treaties, a
significant gap exists in international law,
with no widely accepted standards or
organized efforts to coordinate existing laws
or develop new ones. This lack of global rules
has hindered effective international relief
efforts.To address this, the Federation
presented the International Disaster Response
Laws, Rules and Principles (IDRL) project in
2000, collecting and analyzing existing legal
frameworks. Efforts to use international law to
facilitate disaster relief are reflected in treaties
related to air, sea, and land transport and
customs regulations, as well as regional
agreements like the 1987 Council of Europe
agreement and the 1998 Tampere Convention
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on disaster communication, which became
effective in 2005.

Conclusion

Implementing international responsibility
laws to prevent violators from evading
obligations is crucial. The 2001 International
Law Commission's Draft Articles on State
Responsibility highlight that international
legality cannot rely solely on consensual
obligations like treaties, as powerful states
might  resist compliance. International
responsibility provides a framework for
responding to violations, though these
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
