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The purpose of this article is to identify and sociologically analyze the factors
affecting the development of social welfare in rural areas (case study: villages
of Dashti city). The research method is developmental in terms of purpose and
in terms of the type of qualitative data with an exploratory approach, which
was used to analyze the theme of the interview. The statistical population
included the managers and specialists of the rural area in the field of Dashti,
which was 15 people using the purposeful sampling method and the principle
of theoretical saturation. Data analysis was done using thematic analysis in
"MAXQDA" software. The results of the research showed that in the analysis
of the data obtained from the interview, they were examined in the form of 49
main categories, each of which included several dimensions and indicators,
which, by specifying the conditional, interactive-process categories, resulted in
basic dimensions for the formation of Initially, the conceptual framework of the
research was determined. Among the most important identified cases are the
conditional categories of rural social welfare and such process-interactive
factors and strategies for the development of rural social welfare, and finally,
its obstacles and consequences were identified. In the form of conclusion, it can
be stated that in relation to the category of social welfare development in rural
areas, various components can be identified such as identifying strengths and
weaknesses, creating active and suitable fields for rural development, effective
factors, consequences, strategies for the development of rural social welfare
and obstacles. He mentioned the positive roles and functions of organizations
in the social welfare of rural areas and the efforts of organizations to achieve
common and national goals, each of which includes concepts that require goal
setting, planning, and specialized executive operations.

Introduction

The evolution of the concept of development in
the form of sustainable development and its
intersection with social welfare has become the
basis for strengthening a new approach that has
sought special intellectual challenges. However,
rural social welfare is considered a continuous,
dynamic and stable process that leads to the
creation of a set of conditions and quality in the
empowerment of rural people through
governments and civil institutions and
responsible  organizations to continuously
improve the quality of life. According to the
definition of the United Nations, social welfare
includes a wide range of activities and programs
that are carried out with the supervision and
assistance of the government for the well-being
of people in the society. Social welfare is a
comprehensive system of social services,
facilities and social security programs that are
used in order to expand social justice, social
development and social role of people, and in
this way, it causes sustainable development and
the well-being of families and It becomes the
whole society. Therefore, social welfare is
necessary for life satisfaction because it provides
the economic, social, cultural and psychological
needs of people. The concepts and scope of
social welfare are very variable in different
countries. This difference and diversity is caused
by factors such as the development of countries,
the rate of growth and development, goals and
stages of development, development plans and
cultural and social frameworks. In the
fundamental theories of social welfare, two
theories are emphasized, the restorative theory
based on individual freedom in social life states
that in the social welfare approach, the society
should be left free to invest in it in any way they
want. do On the other hand, the institutional
theory is based on the fact that the government
should plan, make policies and implement
continuous programs to meet social needs and
realize well-being, which are applied in three
ways: public services, social insurance and
social support. Today, in the description of
social welfare, three main concepts are
considered: first, the axis of society's safety, that
is, social welfare programs must provide
solutions to solve or control issues that are social
in nature. The second axis of improving the
standard of living; That is, welfare programs

should pay attention to other human needs in
addition to living needs, housing, education and
health; And the third axis is equality of
opportunities. It means creating conditions
where people have equal conditions for social
promotion, job acquisition, education, etc.,
regardless of individual status. Iran, the history
of measures related to social security, support
for the poor and vulnerable people in rural areas,
dates back to forty years ago. reaches, but the
achievements of the programs in terms of
reducing poverty and vulnerability in rural areas
of the country are not interesting. Based on the
surveys from that time until now, the necessary
steps have not been taken in other sectors that
should maintain the necessary balance in the
welfare sector, in this article an attempt is made
to examine the issues surrounding social welfare
in one of the southern cities of the country in
Bushehr province.

Methodology

The research method is of a qualitative type to
achieve the factors affecting social well-being, in
the way that thematic analysis method was used.
In the current research, in order to extract the
components and design a paradigmatic model of
factors affecting rural social well-being, the
basic theory was used. The research, in the form
of a field study, identifies and prioritizes factors
affecting the social welfare of rural areas in
order to provide a model of social development
in rural areas. The results of this research can be
used by departments and institutions in charge of
social welfare of Dashti city. On the other hand,
the research method is of a qualitative type to
achieve a causal model, the scope of the present
research is the sociological analysis of the
factors affecting the promotion of social welfare
in the rural areas of Dashti. Also, the
geographical area of the current research is the
rural areas of Dashti and the time range is from
October 1402 to July 1403. Human scope also
includes experts in various organizations related
to social welfare in rural areas. The research
community includes people who have rich
experience in sociological issues and social
welfare and in general rural development in
Dashti city and Dashti city (semi-structured
interview). participate  The most important
feature of experts is having experience and
knowledge or related expertise. Sampling started
using the purposeful sampling method and
continued based on theoretical sampling until
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data saturation. To identify the aforementioned
components and indicators, necessary qualitative
data was collected through in-depth and
exploratory interviews individually with experts
and elites. Data analysis was done through
thematic analysis. In this project, qualitative data
analysis steps were performed through open
coding and axial coding in MaxQDA software.

Results and Conclusion

In this research, the categories obtained from
open and axial coding were examined in order to
design the model. First, each of the categories
was carefully reviewed and then the
relationships between them were discovered. So
that challenges, culture and traditions, customs,
nature and conditions of life, job and capability,
naturalness, way of life and culture and rural
community were raised as "causal conditions".
Based on these categories, the phenomenon
(core category) should be selected. The
phenomenon has the highest level of abstraction
and all major categories should be arranged
around it in the form of a paradigmatic model.
The phenomenon caused by causal conditions is
"development of social welfare in rural areas in
Bushehr province” which covers all major
categories.  Cultural-social and economic
conditions of villages, dairy products and foods,
handicrafts, lifestyle, games and entertainment,
lifestyle and livelihood, clothing and traditional
foods, facilities and products and handicrafts in
the category of "contextual factors" in were
considered In the following, motivational
features, social patterns, performance features,
educational-promotional features, educational
and motivational factors, ecotourism and nature
tourism, mystical and literary factors, and
dramatic and attitudinal factors were included in
the "intervening factors" category. In total, these
conditions, which were classified into three
categories, affect the phenomenon of
"development of social welfare in rural areas in
Bushehr province". On the other hand, in
relation to rural development strategies and
obstacles, in the strategies section, items such as
environmental  strategies, economic and
investment strategies, socio-cultural strategies,
management strategies, infrastructural and basic
strategies were raised, and in the obstacles
section, items including obstacles
Environmental, economic barriers, social
barriers, support barriers, cultural barriers,

infrastructural barriers and managerial and
organizational barriers were identified. In the
end, some things including economic
consequences, social consequences, cultural
consequences, environmental consequences and
infrastructure consequences were stated as the
consequences of the social welfare development
of rural areas in Bushehr province, which cause
the emergence of strategies for the development
of social welfare of rural areas in Bushehr
province. The results obtained in the main
hypothesis of the research are consistent with the
results of other studies, therefore, social welfare
is one of the most basic needs of people in
society, which creates a sense of security, peace
and all-round trust in the present and the future.
In Iran, the process of poverty alleviation and
support for the poor and vulnerable rural people
has started, but there are still many challenges.
Human development is the process of expanding
people's choices and improving their well-being.
The most important aspects of human
development are long and healthy life,
knowledge and dignified living standards. In this
research, the lack of proper economic and social
management among officials is one of the
reasons for the reduction of social welfare in
villages. The existence of proper management
increases  legitimacy,  promotes  public
participation, ends crises and realizes functions
such as improving government services and
ultimately leads to improvement of welfare
indicators. Achieving rural development in any
society requires the knowledge of various
components that influence it, among these
components is social welfare, under the shadow
of which many issues and problems can be
reduced, especially the unwillingness to stay in
the villages. The importance of studying in the
field of welfare in monitoring the public policies
of the country and legitimizing the statesmen
from the perspective of the people towards
themselves, the emergence of this issue in the
villages can lead to very good results for the
legislators and increase the social capital in the
country's villages from the people's side to the
officials. to be In the new discourse of
development, i.e. good governance, it can be
seen that the traditional methods of the past in
reducing poverty and providing more services to
the poor rural people could not be successful and
caused a vicious cycle of traditional aid, and its
results can be seen abundantly in the country.
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
