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Anomie or social political disorder is a state of disorder or anomalous in which
social rules are not binding on the actors. As a result, the cultural and social order
of the society falls apart and the society loses its moral health. A look at the new
Muslim society at the beginning of Islam shows that there were foundations for
the formation of political-social anomie in that society. The signs of these
foundations are reflected in the surahs that reflect the confrontation between the
people of the book and the Islamic society. The content analysis of these verses
shows that the Holy Quran has presented the following six moral principles as a
moral model in order to strengthen the society to deal with anomic political-
social conditions: seeing God as the watcher, recommending religious rituals,
strengthening self-esteem, self-restraint. From the relationship between the
province and the infidels and obedience to the Prophet (PBUH), calling for social
solidarity and avoiding division, calling for individual and social patience.

Introduction

The existence of social harms in Iranian
society and the fear of the spread of these
harms show the necessity of solutions to deal
with these harms and their effects. From the
point of view of sociology, one of the
important causes of the formation of such
conditions in the society is the condition
called anomie. Anomie is one of the macro
sociological concepts and expresses a kind of
epidemiology in understanding and analyzing
social harms and is an explanation for the
spread of harms in the society. (Burrill and
Morgan, 1383: 13-18; Worsley, 1378: 58-59)
One of the solutions suitable for Iranian-
Islamic culture to face the conditions of
anomie in the society is to refer to the
teachings of the Quran as the first and most
reliable religious text. Deriving a moral model
from Quranic teachings in facing the anomic
conditions of the society at the time of
revelation of the Quran can be a decisive
model for facing the anomic conditions and
solving the problems arising from it in similar
political geography. Based on this, the issue of
the present research is to identify and
investigate the Quranic model for facing the
conditions of political anomie in the society.
