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Abstract

Background and Objective: This research aims to evaluate the revised curriculum
of Farhangian University in light of the needs and expectations of the educational
community. The focus is on assessing the alignment of the curriculum with the real-
world requirements of the educational system in Iran.

research methodology: The study followed a quantitative approach, utilizing a
descriptive survey method. The target population was categorized into five groups:
teachers, education administrative staff, school executive staff, faculty members, and
student teachers, totaling 5,000 individuals. Based on Morgan’s table, a sample size
of 350 was selected. The data was collected through a researcher-designed
questionnaire, which was validated for content and face validity. The reliability of
the questionnaire was confirmed with a Cronbach's alpha coefficient of 0.92.
Findings: Data analysis revealed that the curriculum’s goals and content met only a
small portion of the expectations of the target community. However, in the area of
new teaching strategies and methods, the curriculum effectively addressed the needs
of the educational community. Furthermore, problem-based learning activities were
recognized as a strong aspect. The evaluation structure of the curriculum was found
to have adequate coherence, although the assessment of students’ learning in real-
world educational settings was less emphasized.

Conclusion: The findings underscore the importance of adapting
Farhangian University's curriculum to the genuine needs of the country's
education system. While some elements, such as teaching strategies and
learning activities, were well-aligned with educational expectations, other
components, particularly goals, content, and evaluation, require further
enhancement to better serve the educational community.

Introduction:

The university is a scientific and cultural factor that exists in a serious and important position to produce and
disseminate the production and dissemination of science and culture of human civilization (Abedin Baltarak,
Mansouri, Baensaf, & Salari, 2013). In other words, it can be said that the elements. Higher education is the
developer of the causal culture of society and achieves this through education. In fact, education is a way to
express the culture of society to its various elements. However, the university is a key cultural factor and a field
that has the mission of organizing the social community to improve the living community and promote
dynamism and vitality in humanity, showing moral agency. The university acts as a pioneer in developments
and, by monitoring the change in society and culture, especially in the field of science and technology, prepares
society for important future events (Noorabadi, 2013). But the comprehensive development of the curriculum in
the world, and to pay attention to the factors of higher education in the country, has made the promotion of
curriculum planning in higher education undeniable because the non-concept, the angles of new concepts and
also its processes are a reality for the academic community. It has been required that higher education in recent
decades is very important with the crisis and problems that an important matter in facing it is the important role
of the university curriculum. With the argument that university centers have been one of the most important
systems in obtaining the desired higher education (Karmi & Vagqari Zamhirir, 2016) In other words, in
educational systems that are one of the most important and key systems of each country for training human
capital and development. Comprehensive sustainability, comprehensive, accurate and deep sociological and risk
with the emergence of curriculum planning is of great importance. Attention is.

The influence and development of curricula even goes beyond territoriality and includes the informal process.
This is considered a container and capacity that accommodates multiple functions and percentages to
accommodate all the surrounding events in an explicit and hidden form. In fact, the curriculum is a way that
connects the learning and teaching process from the beginning to the end (Mousavipour, 2015). Given the rapid
development of higher education in the world and Iran, the curriculum has also evolved as a field of study and
academic and has gradually grown and matured like a young child (Rahmanpour & Nasrasfahani, 2017).
Therefore, over time. The impact of university curricula on human civilization has become more important.

Methodology:

This is a descriptive survey study designed to investigate and analyze the needs and expectations of different
individuals in the field of education. Data were collected through a questionnaire, and the main goal of the study
was to identify the current situation and prioritize needs from the perspective of teachers, administrators, and
educational officials. The data collected were processed through descriptive statistical analysis using SPSS
software to identify and examine patterns in the participants' responses. In this study, the methods of mean,
standard deviation, and related tests were used to analyze the data (Rahmani, 2019). This study was conducted
in the academic year 1402-1403 with respect to the aforementioned target population. The factors that constitute
the education and training ranks and headquarters can generally be classified into five groups: teachers, school
administrators and executive staff, administrative staff, student teachers, and professors of Farhangian
University. And their number is (N = 5000). In this statistical population, there are 200 teachers, 100 school
executive staff, 50 administrative staff of organizations, 879 student teachers, and 168 professors of Farhangian
University in the field of Educational Sciences. Based on the Morgan table, 1397 people were determined as the
adequacy of the sample size, and with the simple random sampling method, the researcher-made questionnaire
of the research, which was prepared as a researcher-made one, was distributed among them. Information and
data were collected using a researcher-made questionnaire. This tool had 50 items that were validated with the
content and face validity of the questionnaire. The reliability of the questionnaire was determined by Cronbach's
alpha coefficient at 0.92. The mean, standard deviation, and Friedman statistical tests were used to examine the
research questions.

Results:

According to the purpose of the present study, the revision of the Farhangian University curriculum was
collected and analyzed in the areas of goals, content, educational strategies, learning activities, and evaluation of
the curriculum revision.

To what extent are the revised Farhangian University curriculum goals in accordance with the needs and
expectations of the education and training staff?

The quality of setting the goals of the Farhangian University curriculum in line with the real world of education
was shown among the distributed groups according to Table (1). The items related to the element of the goals of
the Farhangian University curriculum in fulfilling the expectations and needs of education in the highest average
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value is related to question number 7 (the goals of the Farhangian University curriculum in accordance with the
values that govern society and cultural heritage) with 2.98 and the lowest average is related to question 4 (the
goals of the Farhangian University curriculum in accordance with the realities and needs of society) with an
average of 1.33. Based on these results, it can be said that item number 7 has the highest ability to fulfill
educational needs and item 4 has the lowest ability to fulfill expectations. The average of the total goals
mentioned is 2.36 and the standard deviation is 1.04. The results shown in Table 1 indicate that based on the
Friedman test (based on the significance of the ranking in this test, the chi-square statistic is used). With a
statistic of 654.232 at the 0.05 level, it is significant (P<0.05). Based on the results obtained, emphasis on the
values governing society and cultural heritage - goals on the standards and professional competencies of
teachers and in formulating goals for the general competencies of teachers with a higher average and the goals
of the Farhangian University curriculum with the current and future needs of society - the goals of the
Farhangian University curriculum with current issues of society - the goals of the Farhangian University
curriculum based on the needs of teachers and the goals of the Farhangian University curriculum with the
realities and needs of society with a low average in fulfilling the needs and expectations of education and
training are ranked last.

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Discussion and conclusion

The present study aims to assess and evaluate the revised curriculum of Farhangian University based on the
needs and expectations of the human resources serving in the ranks and headquarters of education. Therefore,
examining the elements of the Farhangian University curriculum in the areas of goals, content, implementation
strategies, and evaluation strategies is an important issue that this study attempts to address. Regarding the goals
of the curriculum, the results showed that aligning the goals with the cultural and social needs of the society and
emphasizing the professional competencies of teachers is of particular importance. These results are consistent
with recent research. which have emphasized the need to align the goals of the curriculum with the real and up-
to-date needs of the society. At the same time, international research (Fisher et al., 2022) also emphasizes the
importance of aligning the goals with the challenges of the educational community.

The results obtained in this study are consistent with previous research on the alignment of teacher training
university curricula with the real needs of society and education. According to the research of Kiani et al.
(2021), matching curriculum content with students' capabilities can lead to increased efficiency of educational
programs in universities. Also, as indicated in various studies the lack of coordination of curriculum content
with social realities can lead to a decrease in the efficiency and effectiveness of educational programs in
responding to the real needs of society. Global research, such as the study by shows that updating and aligning
curricula with the latest developments and needs of society is of great importance in order to improve the quality
of education and achieve educational goals. In addition, alignment with the culture of lifelong learning is also
one of the fundamental pillars in the success of curricula, according to the research of The results of this finding
indicate the high importance of matching the curriculum content of Farhangian University with the abilities and
previous experiences of students. In contrast, there is a need to improve the coordination of content with the
realities of society. Updating and aligning curricula with current developments and the real needs of society is of
great importance. It is a necessity that has been widely emphasized in domestic and foreign research.
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
