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Abstract

Deviant behavior is an action outside of the custom, norm, law, and codified and
uncodified social values that deviates from the established boundaries and customary
standards and violates collective rules. Today, the amount of social harm among women
has increased, and accordingly, the main purpose of the study is to study the meta-
analysis of factors affecting women's deviant behavior. The research method is a
systematic review meta-analysis; from the statistical population of 69 studies between
2002 and 2024; 52 articles were selected using snowball sampling based on the inclusion
and exclusion criteria and analyzed with cma2 software. The results show that social
factors (family disintegration = 0.396r, weak social cohesion = 0.283r, experience of
family violence = 0.145r, social supervision = 0.139r, interaction with inappropriate
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friends = 0.301r); Cultural factors (low religious affiliation r = 0.402, cultural poverty r
= 0.308, risky lifestyle r = 0.312, low cultural capital r = 0.176, presence in cyberspace
r = 0.225), psychological factors (feeling of failure r = 0.511, feeling of alienation r =
0.143, criminal label r = 0.103, antisocial personality r = 0.111, feeling of worthlessness
r = 0.320); economic factors (socio-economic status r = 0.199, poverty r = 0.111.
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Introduction

Along with modernity and social modernization, rapid cultural and lifestyle
changes; social disorganization; environmental chaos; a disintegrated family
system and the erosion of family social capital; women's delinquency has also
increased. Women also commit crimes and delinquencies in different
circumstances and for different reasons (drug distribution and trafficking, theft,
pickpocketing, murder, extramarital affairs, and social and moral corruption).
Women's deviant behaviors are a warning sign for Iranian society that, along
with the collapse and disorganization of the family center, the social health of
the future builders of society (future generations) is in a social crisis and is
driven towards risky behaviors. This cycle of reproducing harms and high-risk
social behaviors in the family and society is a serious threat to national security,
social order, social development, social security, and a desirable society based
on the transcendent family. Ultimately, the main goal of the research is to study
the factors affecting women's deviant behavior in the period from 2002 to 2024
(sample size of 52 survey articles) using the research meta-analysis method.

Methodology

The research method is a quantitative meta-analysis (CMAZ2) that the researcher
used to review the literature and research conducted between 2002 and 2024,
focusing on "deviant behavior among women." From a statistical population of
52 research studies after screening, the researcher identified 69 articles and
organized them after controlling them in terms of method, validity and scientific
findings, sample size, correlation coefficients and significance level. Finally,
social, cultural, economic and psychological variables (repeated more than twice
in the research) were entered into the software.

Findings
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A. In the social factors section, family breakdown (0.396); weak social cohesion
(0.283); experience of family violence (0.145); social supervision (0.139) and
interaction with inappropriate friends (0.301) have been effective in women's
tendency to deviant behavior in Iran.

B. In the cultural factors section, low religious affiliation (0.402); cultural
poverty (0.308); risky lifestyle (0.312); low cultural capital (0.176) and presence
in cyberspace (0.225) have been effective in women's tendency to deviant
behavior in Iran.

C. In the psychological factors section, feeling of failure (0.511); feeling of
alienation (0.143); criminal label (0.103); antisocial personality (0.111); feeling
of inferiority (0.320) have been effective in women's tendency to deviant
behavior in Iran.

D. In the economic factors index, socioeconomic status (0.199); the extent and
severity of poverty (0.176); unemployment and exclusion from the labor market
(0.361); and relative deprivation (0.263) have been effective in women's
tendency towards deviant behavior in Iran.

Conclusion

Women's deviant behavior is influenced by social factors. The family and its
structure are an important factor that can explain and predict the level of
women's deviant behavior, and the value of this effect coefficient is 39 percent.
This means that with the increase in disintegration at the family level, due to the
crisis of family social relations, the tendency to behave outside the norm also
increases. The existence of bonds, cohesion, and connections between family
members and society acts as a control role and can explain 28 percent of
women's deviant behavior. Along with social control, the level and amount of
interaction with groups and close friends, known as the differential association
theory, contributes to the emergence and continuation of women's deviant
behavior.

-Cultural factors, along with social factors, play a decisive role in women's
deviant behavior. Religion, one of the cultural components, has a preventive role
in risky behaviors and reducing women's social harms. The level of adherence
and belonging to religion and performing religious rituals prevents women from
turning to deviant behaviors. This variable predicts 40% of changes in deviant
behavior. Cultural capital also has preventive mechanisms in dealing with
women's social deviance. In such a way that the existence of objectified,
embodied, and institutionalized cultural capital (general cultural capital) makes
women psychologically, mentally, personally, and independently stronger and
more confident, and while increasing their awareness and cultural knowledge of
the consequences of abnormal behaviors, it reduces the bases for tendency
toward deviant behaviors.
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-Psychological conditions and mental mechanisms, along with socio-cultural
factors, also fuel the grounds for the emergence and occurrence of deviations
among women. Frustration means disappointment, a sense of failure, and
inability to compensate for negative experiences resulting from losing social
positions and not achieving goals, which has played a major role in women's
tendency to deviant behavior.

-The economy, as capital, property, and material-objective resources,
determines a degree of women's deviant behavior. Its most important component
is the femininity of poverty. Due to their physical-mental conditions and lack of
economic participation in the market-economic structure and poverty, women
expose themselves to social harm. The inability to meet financial needs and
financial dependence exposes women to deviant behavior as one of the
mechanisms for overcoming the financial-economic crisis.
