Findings: The findings of this study showed that the factor load of all components of goals, content
organization, teaching methods and evaluation methods in the curriculum model based on future research
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according to educational, cultural and social needs of students was higher than 0.80. Also, the factor load of
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all factors of goals, content organization, teaching methods and evaluation methods in the curriculum model
based on future research according to educational, cultural and social needs of students was higher than 0.90.
Finally, the curriculum model based on future research according to educational, cultural and social needs of
students was drawn.

Conclusion: According to the curriculum model based on future research according to educational, cultural
and social needs of students, officials and planners can design appropriate programs based on educational,
cultural and social needs for students.
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Detailed Abstract

Purpose: The success of educational systems depends on the curriculum and this program provides a framework for decision-making
which in its format the teaching and learning experiences are organized by discussing goals, content, teaching methods, and evaluation
methods (Machin-Mastromatteo et al., 2024). Curriculum means a program for a subject including a series of teaching and learning
activities to create favorable changes in the behavior of learners and evaluate their success rate (Klapproth, 2018). The goal of all curricula
is to provide a suitable platform for learning and participation of learners and their involvement in education and maximum productivity
of science and knowledge and skill acquisition (Mann et al., 2025). One of the curriculum design methods is the curriculum based on
future research (Keshavarzi, 2018). If the curriculum based on the future that the students face is designed and developed, the students
will get the necessary preparation to enter the society with technological advances and changes. While in the common curriculum that is
suffering from everyday life, the future needs of students are not taken into account and this program should be fundamentally revised
(Hemmati et al., 2015). The structure of future research is one of the branches of soft technology which its purpose is the methodical
production of guiding knowledge and the greater use of future-oriented considerations in the decision-making process. In the other words,
it refers to the knowledge is the shaping of a desirable future in a conscious way and a systematic examination of possible and superior
futures for the occurrence and worldviews and supports for each future (Ke & Lou, 2024). Future research is the most important factor
in the success of strategic planning and decision-making process at all times and is an efficient way to identify business opportunities. This
structure secks early identification and assessment of opportunities and risks in order to pave the way for improving management by using
business and investment strategies (Kapucu et al., 2024). One of the methods of curriculum design based on future research is according
to different needs of students, including educational, cultural and social needs. Not recognizing the needs, especially the different needs
of the students, and not trying to solve them is a problem that always has many negative consequences for both the students and the
society, and the failure to respond to these needs hinders the normal course of the socialization process and their inefficiency in various
educational, cultural and becomes socialized (Ghobadi, 2013). To design a curriculum based on the future, it is necessary to first examine
the various needs of students such as educational, cultural and social needs and then design, evaluate, modify and finally implement
suitable programs based on their future needs. Therefore, examining the educational, cultural and social needs of students based on future
research and including them in the curriculum is very important and necessary. As a result, the present research was conducted with the

aim of validating the curriculum model based on future research according to educational, cultural and social needs of students.

Methodology: This study in terms of purpose was applied and in terms of implementation method was descriptive. The research
population was all the teachers of the first year of high school of Arak city in the 2023-2024 academic years, which 389 people of them
based on the Cochran's formula were selected and by multi-stage cluster sampling method as a sample. In the multi-stage cluster sampling
method, first the city of Arak was divided into several sections and one section was selected by random sampling and then a number of
first year of high school were selected from each section by random sampling and all their teachers were selected as sample if they had the
conditions to enter the study. The conditions for entering to the study in the present study included undergraduate education, willingness
to participate in research, responding to research tools, not receiving psychological services in the last three months, and no stressful
events such as divorce and death of relatives in the last three months. The tool of the current research was a researcher-made questionnaire
of curriculum model based on future research according to educational, cultural and social needs of students. This tool was designed in
the four dimensions of goals, content organization, teaching methods and evaluation methods based on educational, cultural and social
needs. The face validity of this questionnaire was confirmed by experts and its reliability was obtained by Cronbach's alpha method 0.93.

The data of this research were analyzed by exploratory factor analysis method in SPSS software.

Findings: The findings of this study showed that the factor load of all components of goals, content organization, teaching methods and
evaluation methods in the curriculum model based on future research according to educational, cultural and social needs of students was
higher than 0.80. Also, the factor load of all factors of goals, content organization, teaching methods and evaluation methods in the
curriculum model based on future research according to educational, cultural and social needs of students was higher than 0.90.
