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Abstract

Purpose: Identity in elementary school students is one of the variables that can be examined with
respect to the Iranian-Islamic approach in Iran. Therefore, the aim of this study was to identifying
and ranking the affecting factors on development of identity in elementary school students with an
Iranian-Islamic approach based on the fuzzy Vikor.

Methodology: The present research in terms of purpose was applied and in terms of
implementation method was qualitative. The population of this research was experts in the field of
education and elementary school administrators and teachers, which according to the principle of
theoretical saturation 10 people of them after reviewing the inclusion criteria were selected as a
sample with using a purposive sampling method. The instruments of the present study were included
semi-structured interview and researcher-made questionnaire based on interviews which the
validity of the interviews was confirmed by the triangulation method and its reliability was obtained
by the Cohen's Kappa coefficient method 0.85 and in addition, the validity of the questionnaire was
confirmed by the experts' opinion and its reliability was obtained by the Cronbach's alpha method
0.93. The data of the present study were analyzed with using the methods of theme analysis and
ranking based on the fuzzy Vikor.

Findings: In this research the findings indicated that the affecting factors on development of
identity in elementary school students with an Iranian-Islamic approach were included ten themes
of educational goals and content, teaching and learning methods, instructors and teachers, cultural
factors, social factors, psychological factors, media, educational factors, family factors and quality
of life. Also, based on the fuzzy Vikor the aforementioned factors were included cultural factors,
media, social factors, psychological factors, educational goals and content, instructors and teachers,
educational factors, family factors, teaching and learning methods and quality of life, respectively.
Conclusion: According to the findings of this study, in order to development of identity in
elementary school students with an Iranian-Islamic approach, one should seek respectively to
improve and promote the cultural factors, media, social factors, psychological factors, educational
goals and content, instructors and teachers, educational factors, family factors, teaching and learning
methods and quality of life in students and their families, schools and environments.

of each individual consciously answering questions about themselves and due to its formation in society, has a sGcial nature that creates
distinction and independence for an individual (Perera et al., 2023). In examining the identity of individuals of Iran country, attention
should be paid to two Iranian and Islamic orientations. Because, given the social and cultural context of Iran country, the identity of
Iranians stems more from the two orientations of Iranian identity and Islamic identity (Eltyaminia & Rezaei Ardani, 2022). Iranian-Islamic
identity is related to belief to Islamic values, Islamic ceremonies and rituals, which along with the language, history and cultural values of
Iran, are effective in creating cohesion and integration in the Iranian-Islamic society (Kazempour & Abeddoust, 2022). The Iranian-Islamic
approach can be considered a result of recognizing Iranian and Islamic teachings, internalizing them and also practicing adherence to the
aforementioned teachings for individuals. Therefore, Iranian-Islamic identity means a sense of belonging to a group of people due to
sharing some cultural and quasi-cultural elements and an Iranian individual simultaneously has his Islamic and Iranian affiliations without
contradictions. This identity is a set of positive attitudes towards factors and patterns that give identity and are integrated at the national
level, which has various components such as national, religious, cultural and social values (Zakeri & Shirvani Shiri, 2022). The growth
and development of students' identities, especially elementary school students is one of the important tasks of the education system and
students seck to develop their identities along with their growth, development and achievement of educational and professional goals.
Schools and teachers influence the growth and development of students in various ways and since Iran is a Muslim society, therefore
examining the role of affecting factors on development of elementary school students' identity with an Iranian-Islamic approach is of great
importance and previous research did not pay special attention to it. Identity in elementary school students is one of the variables that can
be examined with respect to the Iranian-Islamic approach in Iran. Therefore, the aim of this study was to identifying and ranking the

affecting factors on development of identity in elementary school students with an Iranian-Islamic approach based on the fuzzy Vikor.

Islamic role patterns such as prophets and Iranian mythical heroes, introducing Iranian role patterns in students' stories in the classroom,
holding competitions between students in order to draw national-religious characters in various formats, celebrating Iranian-Islamic
holidays and occasions at school, introducing students to Kurdish, Lor, Turkish, Baluchi, etc. groups, introducing students to the local
costumes of each Iranian groups, visiting historical museums and monuments and explaining their stories and backgrounds, introducing
students to Iranian food tastes, introducing students to Iranian food traditions during various Iranian-religious holidays and ceremonies

and introducing students to local Iranian foods for development of identity in elementary school students with an Iranian-Islamic approach.
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
