In
religious socialization, in addition to
transferring religious values and norms
and reproducing religious education,
religious experiences (developing
spirituality) are also reproduced. Prayer is
one of the most important aspects of
realizing religious socialization. Religious
socialization is a part of the general
process of socialization, which is
necessary for learning the accepted
methods of providing religious-spiritual
needs in religious society. The purpose of
this article is to analyze how religious
socialization is realized in prayer and to
present a local model of religious
socialization based on the role of prayer.

2. Method

Through Purposive sampling and with
maximum  diversity. The research
approach is qualitative and the method is
grounded theory. Qualitative data were
collected through in-depth structured
interviews. 23 participants from the
citizens of Bandar Imam Khomeini (RA),
were selected purposefully and according
to the topic and according to the amount
of prayer during the day, and the
interviews continued until theoretical
saturation was reached. Qualitative data

were analyzed during the three-step
process of coding.

3. Finding

The results show that ‘religious
socialization" is influenced by causal

Dua and prayers are one
of the most important areas for the
realization of religious socialization,
through which the spiritual needs of man
are answered and spirituality is cultivated.
The research results showed that if the
strategy of prayer orientation is adopted,
religious socialization, which is a part of
the general process of socialization, will be
realized. Sustained prayer orientation,
while conveying religious concepts,
provides the basis for self-made and
human training, and reproduces religious
experience. These factors, in total, cause
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religious socialization. Prayer orientation

shows: godliness, need and trust in God,
and need for spirituality. The prayer
orientation strategy is influenced by two
groups of factors: contextual and
intervening conditions. To facilitate the
process of religious socialization, it is
necessary to eliminate or at least adjust
the limiting conditions and create or
strengthen the facilitating conditions. The
present research was able to show this
mediating  condition as a new
achievement.
