Method: This research is based on the survey
method and the statistical population of secondary high school students of two Ahvaz
districts in the academic year 1402-1403. From 13320 students, 374 were selected based on
Cochran's formula, and variance was calculated from the pre-test.

Results: The
research results showed that there is a difference between social capital, economic capital,
cultural capital, the use of different language patterns, the hidden curriculum of schools,
and the feeling of inequality. There is a significant relationship between students' social
status and no significant relationship between contextual variables (age, educational level,
field of study, and type of school, except for gender) and their feelings of social inequality.

1. Introduction

Social inequality and the continuation of
class gaps have always been the problems
of different societies and cultures. They
have existed among ethnic groups and
groups in various ways since the past, and
it was a topic that was discussed a lot. Each
culture and group has its worldview. He
raised this question, why are humans
different in terms of having resources,
facilities, and benefits? What components
and factors are these differences based
on? (Rabbani & Ansari, 2005: 73). Inequality
is a situation that is said to be the
skewness of valuable resources in society
(Chalabi, 1995: 20). Inequality is the gap
and difference between the rich and the
poor, and it refers to the differences
between different groups and affects all
aspects of a person's life, such as rights,
benefits, and privileges (Greb, 1994: 10).

2. Methods

This research, which was conducted in
1403, is a survey type in terms of practical
purpose, method, and data analysis, since
the statistical population is wide and we do
not have the possibility to examine each
person, we are forced to choose a sample
population and as we want to generalize
the results to other statistical population,
this method is the most suitable. Since the
current research is a survey type, a
questionnaire was used to collect data and
information and analyze them. The
statistical population in this research
includes all second-secondary education
students of two districts of Ahvaz who are
studying in the schools of this district at
the time of conducting this research. The
statistics of the statistical population were
obtained by following up and referring to
the General Department of Education of
Khuzestan and then to the education of

the two cities of Ahvaz, which includes
13,320 people, of which 6,745 are female
students, 1,347 of whom are in non-
government schools and the rest are
studying in public schools. In the present
study, a multi-stage cluster sampling
method was used to select the sample
from the second-secondary students of
the two districts of Ahvaz city. Considering
that the total number of second secondary
schools (theoretical, academic, technical,
and professional), both governmental and
non-governmental, are 88 schools, 20
schools include 13 girls' schools and 7 boys'
schools in all the different areas of this
district with different branches of
education, including government and
non-government schools were selected
and the sample size was calculated by
Cochran's formula and 374 students were
selected from all the students of 20
schools in a multi-stage cluster method to
answer the research questionnaire. The
reliability and validity of the scale are
based on content validity, and the
questionnaire has been approved by
experts and can measure the research
variables. In this research, a questionnaire
was completed among 50 secondary
school students in two districts of Ahvaz
city to measure its reliability using a pre-
test, of which 25 female students and 25
male students answered the questions of
the questionnaire. Social capital was used
from Nahapit and Ghoshal's questionnaire.

3. Results

It can be seen that the variables of social
capital, limited language patterns, and
hidden curriculum have significant values
of less than 0.05 and remain in the model,
therefore it can be said that these variables
predict the feeling of social inequality with
95% confidence. On the other hand, the
effect of social capital on the feeling of
social inequality is negative and inverse. In
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other words, increasing social capital and
hidden curriculum reduces students'
sense of social inequality. However, the
influence of limited language patterns on
the feeling of social inequality is positive
and direct. In other words, increasing the
use of limited language patterns increases
students' sense of social inequality. The
variables of cultural capital and economic
capital were not significant in the model
and were therefore excluded.

4. Conclusion

The findings of this research show a
relationship between economic capital
and the feeling of social inequality, and to
the extent that the economic capital
increases, students will experience less
feeling of social inequality, and with its
decrease, the feeling of social inequality
among them will increase. This finding is
in line with the results of research and
studies by Hashemian Far (2007). In this
study, Pearson's correlation test was used
to investigate the relationship between
social capital, cultural capital, and
economic capital with the feeling of social
inequality, and the results showed that
there is a significant relationship between
these capitals and the feeling of inequality,
and to whatever extent these capitals
increase. The feeling of social inequality
among students decreases, in relation to
investigating the relationship between the
use of different language patterns and the
feeling of social inequality, the results of

the Pearson correlation test state that
whenever students use a limited language
pattern, they will experience a greater
feeling of social inequality. Pearson's
correlation test was used to investigate
the relationship  between  hidden
curriculum and the feeling of social
inequality. The results are as follows: the
more favorable the components of the
hidden curriculum in schools are, the less
the feeling of social inequality among
students. These findings are in line with
the results of Rabbani et al.'s study (2009)
regarding the issue that social capital and
social inequality have an inverse
relationship. And it is also in line with and
confirms the research of Khairullahpour et
al.
