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Abstract

The use of artificial intelligence in the judicial system of Iran and France to
establish justice has received much attention. In Iranian laws and in the 5- year
transformation document of the judiciary in 1403, the use of artificial intelli-
gence is foreseen in line with this goal. Also in French laws, a digital transfor-
mation plan has been approved for easy access of citizens to justice. But all the
efforts of these two legal systems could not use artificial intelligence to issue
judgment of judicial courts. This challenge of the legal system, ethics and cul-
ture of each country is different. Since Iran’s law is based on Islamic jurispru-
dence and ethics, and judge must issue judgments based on justice and fairness,
and fairness is a necessary part of human existence and is derived from ethics,
therefore artificial intelligencn cannot be designed in a way that includes all
the inherent characteristics of a human being; therefore, this is practically ruled
out. In the French legal system, which is based on Germanic Roman law, and
in this system, customs and habits are enamel and the basis of laws; therefor,
the existence of fairness can also be felt in issuing votes; on the other hand, for
the membership of this country in European union, it is necessary to take steps
based on the announced policy of this Union. Also, there are ambiguities re-
garding the risk of artificial intelligence not being responsible for voting errors,
it seems that artificial intelligence can only a role as an assistant to the judge
and not as a decision maker and author of the vote. In the research answered the
above ambiguities through analytical and descriptive methods.

The use of artificial intelligence in legal services is increasing rapidly, and
new systems based on natural language processing are gradually taking over
part of duties of lawyers. The use of artificial intelligence in legislation and
legal affairs is also one of the topics that has always been of interest, if there
is a belief that the evolution of judicial systems is not possible without elec-
tronic development and the use of new technologies in this field. Therefore,
the maximum use of new technologies and artificial intelligence in the process
of issuing judicial decisions and opinions is one of the topics that is also pres-
ent in the judicial reform document of the country. Use smart technology. This
issue shows the dangers of using artificial intelligence in the country legal
field. Therefore, it is necessary to conduct a research on the use of artificial in-
telligence in issuing judgment in order to answer the accusation in this regard.

Due to the fact that the legal system of any country is based on the religion
and culture of that country, it is generally not possible to comment on the use
of artificial intelligence in in voting in all countries, and each country has its
own culture and religion. Laws themselves deal with process of science in part
of their social affairs. Therefore, in this research, we will examine artificial
intelligence in detail in the issuance of Iranian and French law votes. Also, in
order to use artificial intelligence in judicial decisions, this requires changing
the law and building it on the basis of artificial intelligence, because the cur-
rent law of Iran and France is based on the humanity of the judge, not on the
basis of the electronic nature of judicial system, for example in the stage since
the judge is a human being, there is a possibility of making a mistake in issu-
ing votes, based on this, the appeal stage and consideration of another judge
is foreseen, but if artificial intelligence issues a decision, there is not appeal
stage

Also, moral, legal and cultural issues
related to the subject of case will be influential in the view and knowledge
of the judges. proceeding, it seems that the intelligent judicial assistant is the
main thing that helps in this field because it can help the judge in examining
the evidence and defenses by identifying the causes of events of the case and
the ambiguities in it; also after alleging defenses and evidences, with the of
decision- making one can understand all the information of case in terms of
similar cases and their rulings ,the rules, advisory and legal jurisprudential
opinions, and the considerations of the judge and regarding the issues of the
case. Propose sentences to be issued according to the discretion of the judge.
Artificial intelligence can be useful in the process of preparing and analyzing
information related to the judicial case; But the issuance of judicial decisions
completely requires human evaluation and judicial decision with other legal
persons. This is necessary due to the complexity of legal, ethical and politi-
cal issues in a judicial case. Artificial intelligence can be used to collet date,
offer analysis and support human decisions, but issuing final votes. it belong
to humans because of the mentioned cases. Also, in the studies carried out, as
stated. The basis of issuing judicial decisions in Iranian law should be based
on justice and fairness. As it was explained in detail in the present research
about justice and fairness. We come to conclusion that justice is actually a
collection of the knowledge of the judge regarding the laws and regulations
of the subject and the legal rules that the judges deal with by acquiring knowl-
edge and expertise from the pillar of justice, the judge can establish justice
who has legal knowledge and the more educated he is this regard, the more he
will take steps in the path of justice. Therefore, it is possible to give artificial
intelligence the set of science that judge have learned in the field of laws and
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rules and legal principles as algorithms and programs. He used the results to
issue more accurate and correct vote, but someone’s fairness situation is dif-
ferent from justice; in fact, fairness is the essence of human existence. Which
grow with their culture and religion and is derived from the judge’s fair view
of people’s issues and problems. For example, the defendant in the case based
on the reasons and document. The court is recognized as a debtor in favor of
the claimant; here, the justice rules that the defendant, according to the law,
must pay the amount requested by the plaintiff in one go; but according to the
Civil Code of Iran, the legislator has given the authority to the judge to give
the defendant a fair deadline to pay the amount of his debt based on fairness.
Now, in this simple matter, if artificial intelligence wants to issue a verdict, it
will condemn the named person to pay the amount. Will do because artificial
intelligence lacks emotion and fairness, so the fair opportunity in payment
will be rejected; therefore, since the meeting of the two pillars of justice and
fairness is necessary in issuing judicial decisions, and artificial intelligence
lacks the pillar of fairness; therefore, this new technology cannot play a role
in decision-making has court.

The basis for issuing judicial decisions in France depend on the legal princi-
ples and law of this country, which are mainly derived from Roman Germanic
law. In French law, judges issue judgments according to the law and judicial
procedures and legal principles, and it seems that in the proceeding consider-
ing that French law adheres to the system of using judicial procedure and legal
principles, therefore, the rule of fairness will also be the criterion of action in
issuing judges’ opinions. Therefore, artificial intelligence technology can be
used to improve the efficiency of the judicial system for the issuance of votes.
But in France, the full use of artificial intelligence in the issuance of judicial
opinions is a controversial and challenging issue. Because one of the concerns
of the French legal system is the issue of responsibility. It is error of artificial
intelligence, and also the algorithms used may be affected by incorrect date,
which leads to inequality in the issuance of judicial decisions and the depri-
vation of people’s trust in judicial court. Therefore, in French law, artificial
intelligence is used as a tool to help. To the judges and lawyers are used in data
and information analysis.
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
