: The study indicated that blended learning, through enhanced quality,
flexibility, broad access to resources, and the possibility of personalized instruction,
holds significant potential for promoting educational justice. However, challenges
such as infrastructure disparities, the digital divide, and the lack of technological
competencies among teachers and students hinder its effective implementation.

: The research results show that strategies such as
developing technological infrastructure, empowering teachers and families through
technological and educational training and support, paying attention to individual,
cultural, and geographical differences, and flexible educational design with the
possibility of personalizing the learning process are key components for achieving
educational justice in the context of blended learning.

: By analyzing the opportunities, challenges, and
strategies for blended learning, this research contributes to a more comprehensive
understanding of it in order to achieve educational equity and makes a new
contribution to the evolving literature on this transformative educational justice.
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Educational justice is one of the essential pillars of educational systems and requires the
implementation of effective strategies to ensure equal learning opportunities for all
learners. With the expansion of educational technologies, blended learning has emerged as
a flexible and modern approach that can improve both access and quality of education.
However, the realization of educational justice through blended learning involves not only
technological innovation but also structural and pedagogical considerations. This study aims
to explore how blended learning can contribute to achieving educational justice by analyzing
the related opportunities, challenges, and proposed strategies.

This study adopts a narrative-analytical review approach. Data were collected through a
systematic search using keywords related to blended learning and educational equity across
national and international scientific databases. Out of more than fifty reviewed sources,
twenty-four key studies were purposefully selected based on recency, relevance, and
academic credibility. The selected sources were analyzed thematically in response to the
following research questions:

1. What are the opportunities of blended learning for achieving educational justice?

2. What are the challenges of blended learning for achieving educational justice?

3. What strategies have been proposed to enhance educational justice through blended
learning?

The findings of the review were categorized into three core dimensions aligned with the
research questions. The results showed that blended learning, when properly designed and
implemented, offers significant opportunities such as enhanced accessibility, increased
flexibility, personalized learning, improved instructional quality, and support for diverse
learning needs. However, major challenges remain, including unequal access to technology,
digital divide, lack of teacher training, and insufficient support structures, particularly in
underserved areas. In response, various strategies were proposed across the studies,
including developing educational infrastructure, empowering teachers and families through
training and resources, culturally responsive pedagogy, and flexible instructional design.
These strategies emphasize that equity in education requires addressing not only access but
also meaningful support tailored to learners’ individual, social, and geographic contexts.

Blended learning has the potential to serve as a powerful tool for achieving educational
justice—provided that it is not viewed solely as a technical solution, but as part of a broader
educational and social reform. The key to this potential lies in recognizing and addressing
existing inequalities, designing inclusive and adaptable learning environments, and
empowering all stakeholders. This review provides a conceptual framework for guiding
future policy and practice toward more equitable and responsive educational systems.
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
