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Abstract

Technosexuality broadly refers to sexual attraction toward machines, robots, and
androids, while narrowly encompassing robot fetishism—sexual orientation toward
humanoid robots or individuals mimicking robotic behavior. Advocates argue that sex
robots offer benefits such as personal freedom, alternatives for those unable to marry,
prevention of sexual crimes, therapeutic applications, and sexual justice. However,
critics emphasize their detrimental effects, including reinforcing gender stereotypes,
degrading human relationships, undermining familial responsibility, and posing ethical
and religious conflicts. From a legal and medical perspective, technosexuality raises
significant concerns. Forensic medicine must assess the health and criminal liability of
users, who often suffer physical, sexual, or psychological harm. Unrealistic gratification
may fuel fantasies of assault, increasing risks of rape, child abuse, and sexual violence.
Imamiyyah jurisprudence explicitly prohibits sex robots, equating their use with

masturbation. Meanwhile, Iranian criminal law lacks provisions addressing this issue Eligg)
due to its current rarity, despite its potential societal harm. Internationally, countries like ¥#

Canada and the U.S. have criminalized the import and promotion of sex robots, e
permitting exceptions only for therapeutic uses (e.g., treating depression or disabilities).
Such legal frameworks also aim to curb child pornography and "sex doll brothels.”
Given artificial intelligence's rapid advancement, Iran’s legal system must proactively
clarify and criminalize technosexuality-related activities to mitigate moral, social, and
criminal repercussions. A comprehensive approach—integrating forensic, ethical,
jurisprudential, and penal perspectives—is essential to address this emerging challenge
while balancing technological progress with societal values.
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
