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Abstract

Transcendental Philosophy based on the Self-revelation Theory states
that the soul, after the occurrence and determining its creation,
expresses and manifests its existence.. This theory calls the
appearance of each component of the soul the discovery after
discovery; in such a way that the prior forms of the soul, according to
the experimental situation, achieve from knowledge to action and
from an undifferentiated mode to a differentiated mode. This
analytical-descriptive study tries to accompany the reflections of the
self-revelation theory with the soul phenomenology as an agent. This
important issue can be helpful in two ways; one is that the being of the
soul occurs in the manifestation of the action, because the action is the
result of the soul actualization, and also the revelation of the being of
the soul is according to the environmental conditions; on the other
hand, it focuses on a link of the chain of action, from intention to
destination, and applies this focus to identify the input components of
the "being-action” field. In this way, the agent in its action appears as
an aspect of the self's existence, and this self-expression

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the occurrence of subsequent actions. The result of the bilateral
development of this field thinking is the more conscious and accurate
regulation of the quantity and quality of the interaction of the
components in the field of action by the cognizant agent.

1. Introduction

manifestation of the soul. In other words, the soul summons the being
of existence to interact with the environment's details.

5. Processing the Issue

This study aims to clarify ambiguities by focusing on field thinking
based on understanding the components influencing the field of
action. This ontological explanation employs phenomenology and the
findings of the Self-revelation theory to mean the existential
relationship between the agent and the action. In this way, the agent in
its action appears as an aspect of the self's existence, and this self-
expression simultaneously interacts with another being of the soul,
which leads to the occurrence of subsequent actions. All this happens
while in the constitution of action are thoughts, experiences,
sensations, instincts, etc., where the field of the agent's recognition
and choice enters.

Moreover, this distinction and
separation lead to more conscious adjustment of the intensity,
weakness, or suspension of each component by the knowing agent that
which expects more informed regulation, and the more precise
organization of the action is according to the agent's desire. This intent
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can be the flow of the ethical good or evil, to be examined in future
research to answer the question, "What situational context of action
leads to the appearance of the ethical good or evil?"

8. Existential Interpretation of the Present Article

Each stage of the Self-revelation is a discovery that leads to the
practical realization of a soul's being, which, in other words, is the
semantic interpretation of existence in the world. This means that the
self opens its existence to the world in which it resides.
