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Abstract Article information

The aim of the present study was to systematically review articles related to digital
transformation in sports, published in scientific research journals in the country in
order to comprehensively categorize studies in this field. This study was applied in
terms of purpose, descriptive in terms of research method, content analysis in terms
of implementation, and documentary in terms of data collection. The statistical
population of the study included 375 articles related to the field of technology and
digital transformation up to 2024, which were searched in scientific databases and
websites of scientific research journals by searching for keywords such as digital,
technology, virtual media, platform, website, software, which were examined
through content analysis. According to the results of the study, after Islamic Azad
University and Payam Noor University, the University of Tehran, Ferdowsi
University, and the University of Tabriz have dealt more with this field. Also, Latin
articles are mostly used in citing this field, and quantitative research methods are
used in more than 57% of the research, and these studies have also grown rapidly
in recent years. Considering the results of the research and the importance of
studying and using technology and digital transformation in the sports industry in
order to advance the goals of management in the sports industry, it is suggested that
studies in the field of digital transformation in sports be pursued more seriously.
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EXTENDED ABSTRACT

INTRODUCTION

In recent decades, the sports industry has experienced a new era, as sports, as an economic sector in the production of
sports goods and services and the development of the national economy of countries, is considered one of the most
profitable industries in the 21st century. The increasing development of the sports industry, due to the development
of technology and new technologies, has led the sports industry to use technology in sports to keep pace with the
progress of today's society. In recent years, digital transformation has emerged as an important phenomenon. In
general, digital transformation includes profound changes in society and various industries that have been influenced
and used by digital technologies. As we see in other fields, digital transformation is widely changing and affecting the
field of sports and sports management. For this reason, it is necessary to examine and analyze the trend of articles
published in this field so that researchers, professors and academic boards of scientific journals can achieve the
increasing progress of science and technology by being aware of it.

METHODOLOGY

This research is applied in terms of purpose, research method, descriptive in terms of content analysis implementation
and document data collection. Content analysis is for quantification and quantification through symbols that are clear
and this method is often used in the analysis of printed and non-printed texts and sources, with this method, articles
or texts can be analyzed and classified, the sampling method is in accordance with the principles of other content
analysis research. The statistical population of this research is articles related to digital transformation in sports that
have been published in scientific research journals. For this purpose, the researchers searched scientific databases as
well as the websites of scientific research journals of sports management in the country and by searching for the
keywords digital, technology, virtual media, platform, website and software in the aforementioned databases, they
reached 375 articles by the time of writing this research and through eleven-component content analysis. It was
reviewed and analyzed.

RESULTS

The research findings have been reviewed and analyzed in various tables. Regarding the organizational affiliation of
researchers, the research results showed that apart from Azad and Payam Noor Universities, which were analyzed in
total due to their frequency, the University of Tehran ranked first, and Ferdowsi University and Tabriz University
ranked next. The most commonly used tool in these studies was a researcher-made questionnaire, and the results also
showed that in the total number of articles in the field of student sports, 11,331 sources were used, the most cited of
which were Latin articles, which could indicate that the science of digital transformation in sports is still facing a
shortage of resources in Iran and for this purpose, researchers have mostly referred to Latin sources. Considering the
number of researchers in producing the reviewed articles, the largest number of articles in the field of digital
transformation in sports is the result of the collaboration of four authors. Of the 1,190 researchers who contributed to
articles related to digital transformation in sports, 319 were women compared to 871 men, indicating the greater
presence and interest of men in the field of digital transformation in sports. Another reason for this could be the lower
proportion of women in university academic boards.

DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSION

Given the importance of digital transformation studies in the sports industry and its impact on increasing the
profitability of the sports industry, as well as its impact on increasing health in the field of championship sports through
controllers, it is suggested that digital transformation studies in the sports industry be pursued more seriously,
especially given the increasing importance of technology in today's organizations, more research should be conducted
in the field of using technology and technology in sports. Finally, it is suggested that, given the importance of the
issue of digital transformation in the sports industry, more researchers enter the field of digital transformation in sports
in order to promote the growth and prosperity of the country's sports through long-term planning.
