g Findings: The findings reveal that 68%of examined appointments were influenced by
<< political pressures .Institutions with politically- influenced appointments showed 3 times
Keywords: higher rates of administrative corruption. 74% of employees believe promotions are based on
Political Pressure, connections rather than merit. Political interference caused a 35% increase in specialist
Government employee turnover. Only 5% of complaints about illegal appointments were resolved.
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Conclusion: The findings reveal that political pressures exerted by parliament members
constitute a significant threat to good governance. This study proposes several measures,
including the establishment of an independent appointments commission, the implementation
of a system to ensure transparency in recording appointments, and prompt criminalization of
unlawful interventions by parliament members. Furthermore, the study underscores the
necessity of strengthening the oversight mechanisms of the Administrative Justice Court.
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
