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Abstract

Jerusalem, as a city with a special religious and historical
status, has been a controversial issue in international law
since its occupation by Israel and continuous efforts to
change its legal, demographic and geographical status. Using
historical and legal documents, this article analyzes the legal
status of Jerusalem in light of the advisory opinion of the
International Court of Justice on 19 July 2024, based on the
principles and rules of international law. In its advisory
opinion, the Court, while focusing on East Jerusalem,
emphasized the need to apply the principles and rules of
international law to the entire city. In the advisory opinion, it
only addressed the East Jerusalem section and recognized
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findings regarding East Jerusalem can be generalized to West
Jerusalem and are an important step towards achieving
justice and clarifying the status of this city.

Gravely concerned by the ongoing demolition by Israel, the occupying Power, of Palestinian homes,
as well as of structures, including schools, provided as international humanitarian aid, in particular in
and around Occupied East Jerusalem, including if carried out as an act of collective punishment in
violation of international humanitarian law, which has escalated at unprecedented rates, and by the
revocation of residence permits and eviction of Palestinian residents of the City of Jerusalem,
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
