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Abstract

Non-verbal communication is one of the ways to create communication
between people. In this type of communication, despite the fact that the element
of speech is not involved in the transmission of the message, sometimes the
extent and depth of its effect is much greater than verbal communication. The
important issue is the application of this method of message transmission,
especially the transmission of moral and educational values among writers and
poets. 'Orfi Shirazi, a poet of the 10th century of Hejri, is one of the famous and
literati who paid special attention to the use of non-verbal communication in his
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sonnets. Based on this, the aim of the present study is to investigate the nature
and root of 'Orfi Shirazi purpose of using non-verbal communication in his
sonnets. The main question of the current research is: "What is the most
important customary goal of using non-verbal communication in his lyric
poetry?" The hypothesis of the research is an emphasis on the fact that 'Orfi
Shirazi has consciously used non-verbal communication in his sonnets in order
to achieve two big and main goals. The findings of this research, by using the
descriptive-analytical method and library sources, showed that firstly, the
examples of sign language in 'Orfi Shirazi poetry are: 1. body movements and
gestures, 2. eye contact, and 3. facial expressions and movements, and secondly,
the conscious use of non-verbal communication with the main target the lyrical
themes have been transferred.

V. Introduction
Literary figures and writers have benefited greatly from the method of non-
verbal communication in order to convey their intended concepts and meanings,
including educational, lyrical, mystical, etc. concepts. Urfi Shirazi, one of the
famous Persian poets, has also benefited from non-verbal communication in his
ghazals. Maulana Muhammad ibn Khwaja Zeyn al-Din Shirazi, nicknamed
Jamal al-Din and pen name Urfi, is one of the famous poets and poets of the
V+th century AH in Shiraz. Urfi was born in Shiraz in (?YY AH) and had
complete mastery in calligraphy, music, and poetry. One of the non-verbal
elements in Urfi-Shirazi ghazals is facial expressions and gestures, including:
crying, laughing, sticking out the tongue, and other eye movements. Among the
organs, the eyes are very effective in conveying emotions, and the expressions
of the eyes, eyebrows, and face convey many concepts. Therefore, with brief
explanations about body language and non-verbal communication, most of the
'Orfi Shirazi ghazals are full of descriptions of body position and body
language, which directly and indirectly have significantly contributed to the
better, deeper and more literary transmission of the various concepts and
feelings of the characters and the creation of rhetorical and aesthetic capacities
for storytelling and literary permanence. Therefore, the aim of the present study
is to provide a reasoned and convincing answer to the question: “What are the
most important examples of non-verbal communication in 'Orfi Shirazi



ghazals?” In this study, an attempt is made to answer the main question in a
descriptive-analytical manner: what concepts do the non-verbal themes used in
'Orfi Shirazi ghazals contain?
Y. Methodology

This study, using a descriptive-analytical method and utilizing library
resources, attempts to examine and provide a reasoned response to the main
objective of the research, namely non-verbal communication and the
application of transmitting moral and educational messages in 'Orfi Shirazi
ghazals.

Y. Findings

'Orfi Shirazi poetry recreated the themes and contents of the past in its own way,
and since it sought a foreign and modern meaning, it interpreted and interpreted
various images and themes in diverse and complex ways, and for this reason,
linguistic and semantic elegance and non-normativity reached its peak during
this period. The use of compact and additional combinations in conventional
poetry was frequent, and such combinations in the field of innovation and
imagination are considered a special stylistic highlight in his poetry.

In response to the main research question: What are the main examples of non-
verbal communication in Shirazi's conventional ghazals? It should be said that
'Orfi Shirazi songs have used the non-verbal capacities of body language, using
movements and gestures specific to the face and eye behavior, head and face,
face, hands and feet, waist, love, symbols and some attributes specific to them
to convey meaning and depict emotional space. These results show that non-
verbal communication in 'Orfi Shirazi songs is reflected by describing concepts
such as: behavioral characteristics, addressing the external parts of the body,
and the function of non-verbal communication of body language in 'Orfi Shirazi
songs is no less important and function of linguistic communication. Among all
non-verbal communication in 'Orfi Shirazi songs, the main examples of non-
verbal communication are: Y- body movements and gestures 2- eye contact and
Y- facial movements and expressions.

In terms of style, 'Orfi Shirazi ghazals fall within the scope of the Indian style;
however, he cannot be considered a poet who is completely and completely
Indian in style. He was more influenced by the Iraqgi style in his ghazals and
used its themes and content. He is one of the poets who abandoned the themes
and speech of his predecessors and started a new path. In fact, the trend of "new
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speech” or the trend known as the Indian style has been firmly established since
the beginning, and among the predecessors of the Safavid era, he is the most
successful poet who formalized this method in such a way that he can be
considered one of the inventors of the new style. Sensualism, the method of
equation, and far-fetched similes, which are characteristics of the Indian style,
are highly frequent in his ghazals, and other characteristics include the use of
repeated rhymes in a ghazal, long lines, the brevity of the verses, and the
avoidance of rare meters in secular ghazals. Nonverbal messages in 'Orfi Shirazi
ghazals are signs for character creation and character identification, character
introduction, interpersonal relationships, psychological situations, proof, time,
and their specific culture. One of the nonverbal elements in 'Orfi Shirazi ghazals
is facial expressions and gestures, including crying, laughing, sticking out the
tongue, and other eye movements. Among the organs, the eyes are very
effective in conveying emotions, and the expressions of the eyes, eyebrows, and
face convey many concepts. Nonverbal romantic relationships in 'Orfi Shirazi
ghazals are established based on the status and power of the beloved and the
lover, the type of ghazal, and the choice of narrative and non-narrative
expression styles, and the intentions of the parties. The nonverbal
communication of the beloved is sensory and visual. The broad approach of
'Orfi Shirazi to the depiction of gestures and behavioral signs can attract the
audience's attention and create grounds for rethinking nonverbal actions;
utilizing the meanings and concepts of nonverbal actions to display cultural and
social roots; The realistic portrayal of characters and the depiction of the quality
of nonverbal communication lead to the transmission of emotional space.
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
