Instead,
women’s offending should be understood as the product of complex interactions among
individual vulnerabilities (e.g., trauma, mental health challenges), family contexts (e.g.,
domestic violence, neglect), structural conditions (e.g., poverty, limited education), and
socio-cultural frameworks (e.g., cultural norms, social identity, and collective beliefs).
Importantly, these influences are dynamic and subject to change in contexts of social
transformation such as migration or displacement, which may weaken restrictive norms
and create opportunities for more egalitarian gender roles. The study concluded that
prevention and intervention strategies should move beyond individual rehabilitation
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and address both psychological and socio-cultural determinants of female offending.
Policies should focus on empowering women, challenging restrictive collective beliefs,
and redefining women’s social identities. Practical measures include gender equality
education, economic and educational support, reform of media portrayals of women, and
the expansion of legal and social protections. By addressing the structural and cultural
roots of female criminality, such approaches can reduce women’s involvement in crime
while contributing to broader goals of social justice, gender equality, and violence
prevention.
