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Abstract

The purpose of the present study was explaining psychological women role
in realizing the cultural dimensions of the Second Pace Declaration of the
Revolution. The research population enfolded all speeches and books of the
Supreme Leader and psychological texts. The research sample embraced
documents related to the psychological role of women in realizing the cultural
dimensions of the Second Pace Declaration of the Revolution referening to
the speeches and books of the Supreme Leader. The research method was
descriptive-analytical. Data were collected through library methods and via
index cards note taking. Content analysis was applied to analyze the data
and manual coding was used to analyze them. Finally, the overall model
data analysis was drawn using Xmind software. The research data consisted
of a total of 75 primitive codes, 47 axial codes, and 13 subcategories, which
were ultimately categorized into three central categories: "Science and
Research", "Ethics and Spirituality", and "Lifestyle". Based on the findings
of this study, the role of women in the fields of science and research, ethics
and spirituality, and Islamic lifestyle was not only a practical manifestation
of the psychological concepts of self-actualization and individuality, but
also, as the axis of realizing the cultural dimensions of the Second Pace
Declaration of the Revolution, would pave the way for individual and social
excellence in Islamic society. findings revealed that the psychological
explanation of the women role within the framework of the Second Pace
Declaration of the Revolution can provid a comprehensive model for
cultural and educational planning.

Introduction: : The role of women in society has always been a subject of concern and at
the same time a challenge in various societies. From a psychological perspective, women's
social and cultural participation could be analyzed within the framework of concepts such
as self-actualization and individuality. When women act as cultural architects of society,
they not only achieve individual mental sanity, but also provide a platform for others to
develop their talents. The role played by women in the three areas of science and research,
ethics and spirituality, and the Islamic lifestyle is considered an objective example and
practical manifestation of the same process of self-realization and individuality. In
the field of science and research, by playing the role of role models and educational
facilitators, women not only realize their scientific talents, but also pave the way for
the scientific growth of the next generation. In the dimension of ethics and spirituality,
by cultivating moral virtues in themselves and transmitting authentic values to the next
generation, they contribute to the internalization of these values in the individuals of
society and their institutionalization, and ultimately to the spiritual flourishing of society.
In Iranian society, two types of approaches, Western and traditional, which have been
accompanied by extremes, have always created problems in dealing with the issue of
women's social role. The view influenced by tradition defines the role of women solely
within the framework of the family and does not recognize a social status and role for her;
in contrast, the Western view, which is mainly derived from feminist theories, believes
that gender does not determine the enjoyment of individual and social rights and that
men and women have equal rights to act in society.Considering the above mentoins the
purpose of the present study was to explain the psychological role of women in realizing
the cultural dimensions of the Second Pace Declaration of the Revolution.

Conlclutions: These findings revealed that the psychological explanation of the role of

including self-actualization, individualization, and fostering social interest. In the field of
science and research, the Supreme Leader had emphasized study, research, and learning
as women'’s right and duty, noting that “science is the most obvious means of a country’s
honor and power.” From a psychological perspective, this is in line with the concept of self-
actualization (Goldstein, Maslow) and role modeling within the framework of Bandura’s
social cognition theory. When women act as scientific role models, they not only realize
their talents, but also create the ground for the scientific growth of the future generation
through observational learning. In the realm of ethics and spirituality, the statements of
the Leader of the Islamic Revolution indicate that “the solution to the problems of any
country is the spirituality and intellectual excellence of the women of that society.” He
considers the result of women’s good ethics to be “the reform of the future generation and
the continuation of the revolution.”
