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The present article examines the reality of the "record of actions" in the
Quran and explains the views of Imami and Ash'arite theologists in this
regard. The research issue is to analyze different theories regarding the
reality and nature of the record of actions as one of the important topics
related to eschatology. The views of Imami theologians include the
theories of the materiality of the record of actions, the unity of the book
with the effects of actions, and the unity of the record with the human soul.
Among the Ash'arites, there is also a belief in the corporeality of the record
of actions, and some Ash'arite theologians have interpreted the it as the
punishment and effects of actions. Some of them also believe that the
record is the truth of human actions and that on the Day of Judgment,
humans will see the truth of their actions. The research method in this
article is descriptive-analytical and the findings of the research show that
despite the common views of the Imamiyyah and the Ash'arites on the
corporeality of the letter of action, the equality of the letter of action with
punishment and effects, and the embodiment of the truth of action, the
view of materiality and destiny of punishment and reward is without reason
and contrary to appearance. From the sum of the different views, the theory
of the unity of the letter of action with the truth of human action is
consistent with the verses and narrations.
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
