Sunnah, the opinions of the Companions, and juristic tools such as analogical
reasoning (qiy ) and considerations of public interest (ma mursala)-have
articulated diverse viewpoints on matters including the scope of qi between
free persons and slaves, as well as the legal status of quasi-intentional homicide
(with the exception of the M differences

Rather than merely cataloging exegetical opinions, the study seeks to conduct a
systematic analysis of foundational principles-such as the role of reason, the authority of
the Sunnah, and the function of analogy-in shaping divergent interpretations of key
concepts like equality in qi and the notion of forgiveness. The central hypothesis
maintains that jurisprudential disagreements are deeply rooted in underlying
hermeneutical and epistemological differences. Previous studies relevant to this
discussion include the works of Omidifar (2015), Malekian (2010), and Nouri (2015).

Sunni Exegetical Approach
Sunni exegetes, as reflected in works such as Fakhr al-D -R al-Tafs -Kab
and al-Qur ub al-J -A k -Qur , place primary emphasis on the Prophetic
Sunnah, the views of the Companions, and juristic tools such as qiy , isti s , and
ma mursala. The majority of Sunni jurists, adopting a more literalist reading of the
verses, restrict retaliation to equivalence in status (free for free, woman for woman),
whereas the anaf -guided by a more rationalistic and interest-oriented approach- stress

The comparative section reveals a clear hermeneutical divergence between the two
approaches: Shi -centered, rational, and Infallible-centered
epistemology, tends toward systematic and intra-textual interpretation.
