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One of the most important and significant clashes between the East and the
West was the outbreak of the Crusades. The ideology that dominated the
Crusades has always presented Islam (and Muslims) as its enemy Based on
this thinking, the Crusaders used various tactics and methods in dealing
with this enemy, and in addition to military measures, they engaged in
cultural confrontation with Muslims. A confrontation in which all possible
methods were used to influence the norms of their own culture and the
cultural and political transformation of the targeted nation. The present
study using a descriptive-analytical method based on historical data, aims
to explain the cultural confrontation between Christians and Muslims
during the Crusades and examines the methods and techniques of cultural
confrontation between Christians and Muslims during this period As a
result, Christians during the Crusades used strategic methods such as:
biased translation of the Quran into Latin, spreading lies and unjust
accusations against Islam and Muslims, preparing and writing misleading
books, establishing schools and centers for propaganda and education
against Islam and Muslims in the Islamic East, etc., and practical methods
such as: damaging Muslim scientific and cultural centers They used it to
close mosques and build churches, to create division in the Islamic world,
to create fear and intimidation to weaken the morale of Muslims.
