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Abstract

ne of the fundamental challenges in criminal policy is how to design
O responses to offenses and the effectiveness or efficiency of such re-
sponses. Restorative justice, as a novel paradigm in criminal policy
and penal philosophy, emphasizes the participation of the offender,
the victim, and the local community, favoring dialogue-based responses that fo-
cus on social reintegration of the offender and repair of the victim’s harm. In this
context, Quranic teachings, by presenting diverse models of wrongdoers and
repentant individuals, provide valuable insights for reconsidering modern ap-
proaches to criminal justice, particularly restorative justice. The present study
examines the social reintegration of offenders through the lens of restorative
justice by analyzing selected Quranic narratives. This study employs a descrip-
tive—analytical methodology, drawing on exegetical, jurisprudential, and crimi-
nological sources, as well as content analysis of selected Quranic stories. The
findings indicate that the Quranic narratives present different models of reinte-
gration and its obstacles. For instance, Cain, due to a lack of responsibility and
constructive remorse, represents a complete blockage of reintegration and resto-
ration. Pharaoh, relying on despotic power and expressing belated remorse, il-
lustrates another case of the failure of restorative strategies at the micro level. In
contrast, the story of the People of Jonah presents a successful model of social
reintegration at the collective level by collective acceptance of fault, repentance
and constructive shame. As a result, according to the three quranic narratives it
can be said that conditions of success or fail of restorative justice do not depend
on a single factor. Internal Factors, including responsivity, constructive shame
and acceptance of faut along with social factors, including the presence of restor-
ative institutions, the atmosphere of pardon and collective collaboration along
with structural factors like explicit warning of divine prophets all facilitate or
prevent the way through rehabilitation and restorative justice.

Introduction

One of the fundamental challenges of criminal policy in all legal systems is finding an ef-
fective response to criminal behavior—one that simultaneously supports victims, preserves
public order, and facilitates the reform and social reintegration of offenders. Contemporary
criminal policy is confronted with the essential question of what constitutes an appropriate
response to crime and how social order and core societal values can be maintained while
creating contexts for the rehabilitation, reform, and reintegration of offenders into society.
Traditional models of criminal justice, which are largely based on punishment-centered ap-
proaches, social exclusion, and custodial sanctions, have often failed to prevent recidivism.
Moreover, by generating secondary victimization and social fragmentation, these models
have contributed to the reproduction of cycles of criminality. In response to these shortcom-
ings, restorative justice has emerged as a new paradigm in penal philosophy and criminal
policy. This paradigm emphasizes repairing the harm caused by crime, active participation
of offenders, victims, and the community, and social reintegration of offenders.

Alongside these theoretical developments, religious teachings—particularly those of the
Holy Qur’an—offer underexplored capacities for rethinking criminal justice. Qur’anic nar-
ratives are not merely historical or moral accounts; rather, they contain profound criminolog-
ical, educational, and social dimensions and present models of responding to wrongdoing,
sin, and crime that can be aligned with contemporary concepts of restorative justice.

Previous studies, while addressing certain aspects of restorative justice in the Qur’an,
Islamic jurisprudence, or the conduct of the Infallibles, have generally focused either on
specific concepts such as reintegrative shaming or have provided broad and general analy-
ses of religious teachings. A significant research gap remains in the comparative and case-
based analysis of Qur’anic narratives from the perspective of social reintegration within the
theoretical framework of restorative justice—particularly in examining both successful and
unsuccessful patterns of reintegration and identifying the individual, social, and structural
factors influencing these outcomes.

Accordingly, the main research question of this study is: Under what conditions is the so-
cial reintegration of offenders achieved or obstructed in Qur’anic narratives, and with which
concepts and theories of contemporary restorative justice can these patterns be aligned?

The primary hypothesis of the study posits that the success or failure of restorative justice
in Qur’anic narratives does not depend on a single factor, but rather on the interaction of a
set of individual factors (such as responsivity and constructive shame), social factors (such
as collective participation and restorative social institutions), and structural factors (such as
prophetic warnings and timely opportunities for repentance).

The significance of this research for scholars of criminal law, criminology, Qur’anic stud-
ies, and criminal policymakers lies in its potential to provide a localized and religiously
inspired model for designing more humane, effective, and community-oriented responses
to crime.

Given the theoretical and comparative nature of the research, a descriptive—analytical
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method combined with qualitative content analysis of Qur’anic narratives was adopted as
the most appropriate methodology.

Method

This study is a descriptive—analytical research conducted using qualitative content analy-
sis. Data were collected through library-based sources, including valid Qur’anic commen-
taries, Islamic jurisprudential texts, criminological literature, and scholarly articles related to
restorative justice. The research population consists of Qur’anic narratives related to crimi-
nal behavior and the possibility or impossibility of social reintegration. Through purposive
sampling, three prominent cases were selected: the stories of Cain, Pharaoh, and the People
of Jonah.

The research process involved the following stages:

Extracting key concepts of restorative justice from contemporary criminological literature;

Identifying components of social reintegration from Qur’anic teachings;

Conducting content analysis of the selected narratives and aligning them with the theoret-
ical framework of restorative justice;

Performing a comparative analysis of cases of failure and success in reintegration and
deriving overarching patterns.

The validity of the analysis was ensured through the diversity of sources, conceptual co-
herence, and continuous alignment of Qur’anic data with established criminological theories.

Results

The findings indicate that Qur’anic narratives depict diverse patterns of social reintegra-
tion and its obstacles. In the story of Cain, the absence of responsibility-taking, lack of con-
structive shame, absence of restorative social institutions, and failure to engage in genuine
repentance result in the complete obstruction of the reintegration process. This case rep-
resents a failure of restorative justice at the individual level.

In the story of Pharaoh, the despotic power structure, persistent denial of truth, social
repression, and belated remorse eliminate any possibility of restoration and relational repair.
This narrative illustrates the failure of restorative justice at the structural and governmental
level and suggests that in organized, power-based crimes, reintegration without the collapse
of oppressive structures is impossible.

In contrast, the story of the People of Jonah presents a successful model of social rein-
tegration at the collective level. Collective acceptance of responsibility, timely repentance,
constructive shame, and widespread social participation lead to the removal of punishment
and the restoration of social balance. This finding confirms the main hypothesis of the study
that the realization of restorative justice requires the simultaneous presence of individual,
social, and structural factors.

Conclusion

This study demonstrates that Qur’anic narratives possess profound and practical ca-
pacities for explaining and developing restorative justice within contemporary criminal
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policy. The findings indicate that social reintegration is a multidimensional process that
cannot be achieved without offender’s responsibility, communal participation, and a
proper structural context. While the stories of Cain and Pharaoh highlight the limitations
and failures of restorative justice, the narrative of the People of Jonah offers a clear
example of its success.

The results of this research can contribute to the design of indigenous criminal pol-
icies, the strengthening of non-punitive approaches, and the incorporation of religious
teachings into the social rehabilitation of offenders. Moreover, the study raises new
questions regarding the applicability of restorative justice to governmental and collec-
tive crimes, which may serve as a basis for future research. Ultimately, the study demon-
strates that restorative justice is not merely a Western theory, but a deeply rooted and
reliable concept within Qur’anic teachings.
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
