THE FOUR PILLARS OF THE
ST. MORITZ DOCUMENT

His Imperial Majesty laid down four basic principles at St. Moritz as the
basis for the new arrangements between Iran and the Consortium companies.
These principles formed the four pillars of the St. Moritz document on which
the new Agreement between Iran and the companies was based.

The four principles set down by His Imperial Majesty were these:
A new Agreement must be drawn up to replace the 1954 Con-
1 sortium Agreement, under which Iran will become complete and
sole owner and operator of the oil resources and industry in the
former Agreement Area. The NIOC will sell crude, at the well-
head. to the companies for export.

2 The new Agreement will be drawn up on the basis of and will

be governed by Iranian law.

Initially and for long as necessary, the NIGC will employ

3 a service contractor to carry out operations within specified parts
of the former Agreement Area. The service contractor shall be a
non-profit company registered in Iran and shall be of Iranian

nationality.
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Permission to export natural gas will be entirely at the
discretion of Iran. First priority will be given to domestic consump-
tion, including any gas needed for secondary recovery. Export of
natural gas by pipeline by the NIOC will enjoy the same priority as
that given to domestic consumption. Only in the case of gas
exporied in liquefied form, and with Iran’s prior agreement, shall
the companies enjoy the opportunity of entering into 50-50 joint
ventures  with the' NIOC, at competitive Persian Gulf prices.
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
